2.0 ARCHITECTURAL REVIEW COMMITTEE (ARC)

2.01 Purpose

One of the most effective methods of assuring the protection of tiema
land concept, community lifestyle, and individual property value is an
effective design review process. The ARC will review applications and
design documents for all new construction and modifications to existing
properties, including landscaping, ba®cks, bulkheads, lake dredging,
fencing, yard art, swimmingools, hot tubs, etc. Each applicatishall be
evaluated on its owmerits with respect to the proposed details of design.
Objectives of the ARC are to ensure that all construction;



A. Meet the requirements as set forth in the Declarations in terms
of square footage, setbacks, etc.

B. Is harmonious with existing construction in the community.

C. Is performed in a professional and timely manner.

D. Is maintained in keeping with the Declarations.

E. Variances are only granted when required and appropriate.

2.02 Policy

No new construction, significant landscaping, or alterations to any
dwelling shall begin without prior approval of the ARC. Suppraval

shall be documented by the ARC when the Applicants Access Permits are
issued.

From time to time the ARC may modify or change the Standards for
Design and Construction at its sole disemetso long as such changes
1. Are in keeping with the regrements set forth in the Declarations;
2. Provide due notice to anyone affected by such change;
3. Grandfather any plans previously approved or submitted for
approval.

2.03 Authority

The authority for the ARC is set forth in the Declarations that encumber
every building site.

The overall Developer (Lakeside Developmeng the& ultimate authority
on all ARC related issues. They may veto approvals or disapprovals issued
by the ARC andhave final approval of all proposed variances.

2.04 Membership

The ARC shall be constituted as set forth by the Declarations (page 5,
paragraph 14, Definitions, "Building Committee") aaqmpointments to

terms shall be made by the Association, as s#t.féhe senior ARC

member shall also be a member of the Association Board of Directors and
appointed Chairman of the ArchitectuRgviewCommittee. This person
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shall have the power to recommend to the Board appointment of
additional members to include pessional building community
representatives and outside consultants.

2.05 Responsibilities

The ARC (or its assigns) is empowered to perform the duties as set forth
in the Declarations and to:

(3) Require high standards of design and quality construction;

(4) Establish construction access and compliance feepanatties for

violations;

(5) Conduct periodic site inspectionsassure thahie construction proceeds

in accordance with publisheda®idards;

(6) Monitor and e@forcecompliance witithe ARCStandards an€ommunity
Declarations;

(7) Contact applicants whose plans and specifications havedissgproved

and provide reasonable assistance or recommendations to bring applications
into compliance with design review criteria;

(8) Maintain copies of applications, design documents, aqeEssts,

certificates of occupancy, and related records;

(9) Assure compatible architectural designs and harmonimalationships

with neighborhood construction;

(10)Amend the design review critergs well as the performance and quality
standardsin cooperation withthe developetrs t o ref |l ect our
current and future needas may be required from time to time;
(11)Periodicallyinform membersof the Associatin regarding activities of

2.07 Limitation of Liability

The ARC assumes no liability for the Applicant's responsibilities
including but not limited to the following:

2. Compliance with any laws, codes or ordinances;

3. Securing of any other jurisdictiGnpermits;

4. Accuracy of all surveys and stakeouts;

5. Environmental restrictions, drainage and grading requirements
and all soil caditions;

6. Determination of structural, mechanical, electrical or other
technical aspects of a proposed design that can only be determined
by competent architects, engineers, or other professionals.

3.0DESIGN APPROVAL PROCESS

3.01 Design GuidelinesThe following list summarizes those design
considerations that the ARC requires for submitted plans:

1. Use of professionals qualified in the fields of planning,
architecture, landscape design, engineering and surveying.

2. Compliance with all deed restions as found in thBeclaration
of Covenants and restrictions for appropriaenmunities in Seven
Lakes West.

Superior quality construction with emphasis on unigsgn in
keeping with the neighbbood and the preferred use of natural
materials.

3.02 Preliminary Architectural Review

If a planned residence is thought to be potentially controversial,
unconventional or incompatible with avgih neighborhood, a preliminary
design review may be requested by the landowner or his agent. The ARC
will conduct a review with the landowner and/or his agent to review the
proposed plans. A preliminary review should include the following
documents:

a. Poposed site plan and landscaping plan;

b. Exterior elevations (all sides) and floor plans [one eighth

(1/8") or one quarter (1/4") drawings are acceptable];

c. Details of proposed exterior materials, colors and finishes.

3.05 Design Document Changes

3.06 Variances

All requests for variances from the Declarations and/or these Standards
shall be submitted to the ARC. Variances will be granted only in unusual
circumstances. Each variance grardpglies solely to the unique
circumstances of the individual request ahdllsnot be deemed to set a
precedence for future requests. It is the responsibility of the Applicant to
file the variances with their deedMbore County.

3.06.1Special Note: Setback VariancesAll requests for setback
variances must be submitted along with normal ARC
submittals. Generally, setback variances will not be granted if
they can be avoided (usually by altering plans, submitting
alternate floor plans, or submitting same plans for a different or
larger lot size). If a setback variance is requestedAFTER
construction begins, there will be a $50.00 application and
review feerequired. [Note: application fee is to be in form of two
checks for $250.00 eacglone made out toLakeside Development
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and the other to SIWLA] If the setback variance request is
granted, there will be a penalty of $40.0@er Sq. Ft. (charged on
that portion of the structure which exceeds setback
requirements based upon an "as built" survey providedby the
builder) or $2,500 whictever is the greater.

3.07 Periodic Inspections

The ARC reserves the right to periodically inspect construction projects in
progress for conformance with approved design docunagiaksnaterials

and compliance with these Standalé.Applicants agree to cooperate

fully with the ARC and grant access as requireldinspectors will review
cleanliness of the work site, adherence to permits, water/silt/soil runoff
and silt fencing as required, conformance to approved ,daiherence to
accepable construction practices and standamis$ appropriate onite

vehicle parking.

The ARC will notify Contractors of any detected violations in writing. The
notice will specify the violation and establish a deadline for correction
(see Section 280Enforcement). Continuing problems with a Contractor
may lead to denial of future building permits in Seven Lakes West.

3.08 Depositsand Fees

Particular attention to screening of outdoor appliances (e.g. heat
pumps, propane tanks, etc.) should be noted in landscape plans.

* Irrigation Special Notenderground irrigation is highly

recommended and is the preferred methodparticularly for foundation
plantings. Our hot, humid summers can dry out and kill new plantings that
do not receive adeaite irrigation. Regular watering helps plants survive
and grow, thereby improving the appearance of properties. Irrigation
layouts should be included in the detailed landscape plans when
appropriate.

5.0 ARC SPECIFIC POLICIES

5.01Lot Clearing: There are three types of lot clearing that are addressed
in this section.

7.03 Exterior Materials

Exterior colors or materials that with respect to the community would be
inharmonious, discordant, or incongruous shall not be permitted. Each
applicant must submit, as part of the Final Architectural Review, a color
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board showing the color oféfroof, exterior walls, shutters, trims, etc.
7.04 Roof PitchRoofing Materials/Solar Water Heaters

A minimum of 8/12 pitch is the preferred standard for the main house.
Lower pitch roofs will be evaluated in context with the tak@sign of the
residene. Flat roofs are not indigenous to this area and will not be
approved. Gutters and downspouts are encouraged on all dwellings.

All vents, vent covers, flashings, and metal chimney caps shall be painted
to match the approved roof colors.

Solar roof water heating panels are not allowed without specific
approval.

7.05 Outdoor living areas and screened enclosures

The location, materials, colors and other features of outdoor living areas,
Including but not limitedto porches, decks, patios, aedraceswill be
reviewed by the ARC. Screened enclosure materials and colors must be
submitted for approval. No screehenclosure, patio or deck shall be
located outside the approved building envelope or between the buildings
setback lines and any golf course boundary line.

7.06 Fences

Any fence regardless of purposemust have written approval from the
ARC. Failure to obtain such approval may result in legal action by the
Association. Applications for construction and installation of a fence must
state the reason for the fence, show that the desired fence is harsnonio
with its surroundings and adjacent properties and must blend in with the
overall design of the residence.

1. A complete landscaping plan showing location and type of
plantings to effectivelgcre e n (i ¢ a the fencd yaag reund.
2. Evidence of notice to all adjacent property owners of the
applicant's intent to install fencing.
3. Chain link fences, stockade fences, and similar typésnaing
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areprohibited Fences in excess of four (&gt high are
prohibited.Wrought iron and aluminurare the recommended
materials. Other materials and designs will be considered. (See
ARC recommendati ons Fenceshadbbed owner ¢
of dark green, brown, black, or naturally weathered c&olit

containment will beconsidered on an individual basiNote:

For lots that border Seven Lakes West community boundaries,
boundary lindences may be allowed which provide more
privacy and secity than that which would be allowed elsewhere
in the community.)

4. Attempts to establish property lines by the use of fencing are not
allowed. Fences are not allowed in front of the rear building
walls. Every effort must be made to retain the open space
character of the community.

7.07 Awningsand Shutters

Awnings, canopies, and shutters shall not be affixed to the exterior of a
residence without prior approval of the ARC.

7.08Under Deck Screening

Areas beneath deckballbe shielded from public view.

7.09 GaragesDriveways

a. Front entry garages should be avoidgde or rear load

garages are preferred.

b. No street side parking areamsy be crei@ed by extending any
portion of street pavement on to the road setbacks.

c. Driveways should curve along the contours of the land. Sharp

turns are to be avoided if possible.

d. Concrete, asphalt, stone, or oil/stone driveways are preferred.

Concrete curbing is encouraged amghroves the overall

appearance of the driveway.

Note: The Declarations state in pa#g: :'reserves 45 footeasement
along all road rights of way".., which is further amplified in Chapter V,
Section IV,(A) of Seven Lakes West Rules and Regulations stating in
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part; ..."The area of any lot effected by an easement shall be maintained

7.10.40utside antennas are not permittathout prior written
approval fromthe ARC. Satellite dishes, 22" or less, appropriately
screened from roads, lakeews and fairways, muste approved by
the ARC.

7.10.5Permanent flagpoles shall be permitted, subject to ARC
approval of placement, size, color, finish, and design.

7.10.6Permanently installed clo#islines are not permitted.

7.10.7All garbage containers, AC compressors, etc. shall not be
visible from streets, fairwayfakes or pondsr adjoining properties
wherepractical. If such appliances are visible, then appropriate
height, depth, and width plantings shall be installed toesctieese
objects from common view.

7.10.8 Propane tank®\ll fuel tanks must be buried unless above
ground placement is approved in writing by the ARC.
