Dam Remediation Project Update

Your board feels it is important to keep the community updated on the dam remediation project. A
copy of all documents and plans are kept at the community center for anyone to view at their leisure.

The damengineers (Marks Enterprises) outlined ten dam remediation alternatives, scored those
alternatives for effectiveness, and initiated cost analyses. The alternatives were evaluated for cost,
convenience (lake drawdown), risk (to integrity of dam and unknownfaogirs), and quality of
remediation.

Several excellent proposals (i.e. a membrane on the pool side of the dam or removal, treatment and
replacement of dam material,) were ruled unacceptable mainly because they require drawing the lake
down 1015 ft.

Others (i.e. 1. Sheet pilings, 2. Excavated slurry wall, and 3. Partial removal and replacement of dam
material) were ruled out mainly because of high risk (to the integrity of the dam & unknown cost
factors).

The two remediation designs that would worktdesour dam:
1. Vibrating beam slurry wall cutoff system.
2. Pressure injection grouting system.

The Vibrating beam slurry wall cutoff system received the highest evaluation score based upon the
guality of remediation, ease of construction, cost, conveniemgeisk.

The recommendation of Dr. Dan Marks is that we submit plans to the state for both designs. The
design of choice is th€ibrating Beam Slurry Wall Cutoff SystemBd#sically, a beam that vibrates at
ultrasonic frequencies that are quickly dampedoil, and injects a sealanfhis would be a high
guality remediation, with no further damage to adjacent portions of the dam and minimum lake
drawdown.

Both designs would be within our budget of $28BDOK.

Late Spring 2008Final construction draiwwgs and specifications will be submitted for review by the
regional and central offices of the dam safety program of the North Carolina Department of
Environment and Natural Resources (DENR).

The work should take approximately32months. Start date wouliepend upon the amount of lake

draw down required.

Quarterly Lake Auman Water Testing

Results from the recent quarterly Lake Auman water testing show a slight elevation in dissolved
nitrogen in all parts of the lake. iBmitrogen spike occurs every year around this time. 1 attribute this

to mixing this time of year, rather than to fertilizer or septic systems. The old bottom water which
stagnates all spring, summer and dtathé surfaceiandh i t
mixed by storm energy when the surface water cools to about 48 degrees around the end of the year.
Both a nitrogen and phosphorous spike will appear in springtime after people fertilize their lawns.
Essentially, everything is normahd in good condition. All water analysis data collected over the past
seven years can be found on our website.
