Important Information  
 

As soon as you have telephone service, you should dial 911 and respond that it is a non-emergency call.  Then 

inform the operator of your telephone number and your physical street address (e.g.: 123 Main Street).  By doing 

this, if there is a real emergency, Fire or EMS will have you in its computer system.  It is also beneficial to purchase 

a reflective house number from the Fire Department for a nominal fee. 



EMERGENCY  PREPAREDNESS 
 

Since we live in an unincorporated community, individual residents are encouraged to be as self-sufficient 

as possible in emergency and disaster conditions by informing themselves and by planning.  Persons in 

need of assistance are encouraged to avail themselves of the range of emergency services listed. 

 

North Carolina is very high in national rankings for lightning strikes. For that and other weather related 

reasons, power outages are not infrequent, so you should prepare.  Stock batteries, flashlights, candles, a 

battery-operated radio, non-perishable food, water and other supplies you may need, such as medications.

         If you are a new resident or move within Seven Lakes, the 673 service area, or Moore 

         County, it is suggested you call 911 to verify they have your correct street address on their 

         computer.  When they answer, immediately tell them, ñThis is not an emergency.ò  The  

         change should have been processed by the phone company, but you should make sure it 

         has been done.

Seven Lakes West News Board Regulations and Priorities 
 
 

 
 

Notes: 
 
1. Board meetings should be the top-most item on the news Board since it is a 

perpetual entry. 

2. Entries should generally be in the intermediate size font.  The small font 
should only be used if absolutely necessary due to space constraints.  

Priority Notice Explanation 

1 Emergencies Any community emergency or event requiring immediate  

action by homeowners,  such as a natural disaster.  The  

notice must remain posted as long as the emergency is on-
going. 

 

2 Board Meetings All board meeting and work sessions should be posted 
alternately.  Thus, there will always be a posting for the next 
meeting, either a general meeting or a work session. 

3 Death Notices First and last names should be posted.  If the name is 
exceptionally long, a first initial may be used.  Notices should 
be posted for North & South side residents as well as West 
Siders.  Notices should also be posted for former  

residents.  The notice must be requested by the family, and will 
remain posted for three days.  If a Memorial service is to be 
held at a later date, then an additional notice should be posted 
at that time for another three days. 

 

4 Birth notices & 
returning military 
personnel 

For North & South side residents as well as West Siders.  The 
notice must be requested by the family, and will remain posted 
for three days. 

 

5 Bloodmobile Self-explanatory.  The time limit should be five days, and the 
posting should be removed immediately following the event. 

 

6 Miscellaneous 
community notices 

For example, availability of phone books, new stickers, 
miscellaneous community events, etc.  The time limit should be 
five days, and the posting should be removed immediately 
following the event. 

 



Emergencies should be in large font so they stand out.  In fact, depending on 
the seriousness of the emergency, all other notices should be removed so as 
not to distract from the emergency. 

3. In general, death and birth notices and returning military should be posted 
near the bottom of the board. 

4. All meetings, other than Board meetings, should be handled by hanging signs, 
email, and other forms of communication. 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

Care of Septic System 

 

Seven Lakes West has a Septic System Management Program, which is described in the Rules 

and Regulations section of this handbook.  However, since many of our residents move here 

from places that had sewer service and have limited experience with septic systems, these 

guidelines may help.  Following these guidelines can help avoid costly repairs and help ensure 

that your system performs effectively. 

 

What Only You Can Do to Protect Your Septic System 

 

 

DO 

Limit the amount of water you send through your system daily.  This is the most 

important thing you can do inside the house.  The water from your house needs to sit in 

the tank long enough (24 hours) for the solids to sink to the bottom and form sludge.  If 



you send too much water through, it flushes out to the drain field before the heavy stuff 

has sunk down and can clog up or over load the lines in your field. 

 

Space out laundry to a couple of loads a day rather than doing it all in the same 

day.  Run the dishwasher only when itôs full. 

 

Practice water conservation.  Turn the water off while brushing your teeth, 

washing your hands, shaving or peeling vegetables.  Use water-saving 

showerheads and faucets. Check for and repair leaking toilets. 

 

Take shorter showers and less full tub baths. 

 

Be especially cautious in the amount of water you use immediately following a 

heavy rain, as your drain field and certainly its cover soil are already wet, at least 

slowing evaporation of effluent in the drain system and potentially overloading it 

if you add more water. 

 

Use liquid laundry and dishwashing detergent.  Powdered detergents have a clay base, 

which globs up like kitty litter in your septic tank and is hard to remove. 

 

Limit use of heavy household cleaners including bleach.  The same is true of anti-

bacterial soaps and cleaners.  Too much of these can kill the beneficial bacteria in the 

septic tank.  Instead, whenever you can, use mild detergent, baking soda, vinegar, borax, 

or other more natural substances.  For the same reason, avoid flushing medicines down 

the drain.  If you must dispose of cleaning products, always flush with water to dilute 

them. 

 

Be aware that some medications used over a long period of time can affect the 

performance of your septic system, again due to bacterial interaction.  If you have a 

concern, check with the Moore County Health Department. 

Drastically limit use of the garbage disposal.  Eggshells, coffee grounds, and bones can 

clog the system and do not decompose, so avoid ever putting them in the disposal.  Be 

sure that anything you put in the disposal will readily decompose.  Some septic inspectors 

recommend essentially not using the disposal because so many things that need to be 

ground up before they go into the drain promote the accumulation of solids in the septic 

tank. 

 

DONòT 

Flush facial tissues, sanitary napkins, tampons, disposable diapers, cigarette filters, or 

anything made of cloth or plastic, as they donôt decompose readily. 

 

 Put oils or grease down the sink drain or disposal. 

 

Dispose of anything toxic through the system, e.g., gasoline, varnishing products, paints, 

solvents, drain and bowl cleaners, pesticides. 

 



LANDSCAPING  

If you donôt know, find out from the County where your drain field is located.  They have 

a map of each homeôs septic on file. 

 

Be sure that vehicles never park on or drive over the drain field, as this will damage the 

drain lines and compact the soil. 

 

Ensure that this surface is not paved with a patio or other type of surface. 

 

Be sure that gutters, roof runoff, sump pumps, or runoff from paved surfaces drain away 

from the drain field. 

 

Limit irrigation over your drain field, especially after a heavy rain; evaporation is the 

goal. 

 

Most sources recommend planting something over the drain field to avoid its erosion, 

BUT what you plant is critical. 

 

Only two types of plants are recommended for the drain field:  grass or flowers 

(shallow roots). 

 

The best approach is not to plant trees and shrubs near the drain field, since root 

invasion can clog the field.  However, some are worse than others.  Check with a 

septic expert or research which trees and shrubs have the greatest water-seeking 

habits and deepest roots before you plant anything near the field. 

 

If there are existing plants near your drain field, you can put copper sulfate in the 

distribution box, wait a week or so, observe which leaves turn rust colored and die 

to determine which plants are interfering with the system.   

Then decide what action to take.  Copper sulfate chokes any roots in the system, 

but it takes a very long time for them to decompose and clear your system.  This 

procedure does not have universal support, as it requires use of a chemical in the 

ground, which might end up in the lake. 

 

MORE TROUBLE -SHOOTING INFO  

 

The only publications recommending use of commercial additives to avoid septic 

problems are those that are selling them.  All of the state extension publications reviewed 

for this article indicate that these additives were not effective.  The best way to break 

down solids in the system is to promote the naturally present bacteriaôs decomposition 

action.  Mix a couple of tablespoons of bakerôs or brewerôs yeast with a cup of water and 

flush this once a month to promote bacterial action. 

 

How do you know if you have a problem?  An inspection every few years is a pretty 

reasonable precaution.  Meanwhile, watch for pooling water or soggy soil over the drain 

field and slow drains in your house.  If you can smell sewer odors outside or inside, it 



could be a sign of malfunction.  A system operating properly isnôt supposed to smell.  If 

the pump alarm goes off, there IS a problem! 

 

If you need repairs, be sure to contact the Moore County Health Dept., 947-6898.  Their 

supervision of the repair design and work are required, along with a permit. 
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BE PREPARED FOR A DISASTER! 

 

In the Event of Any Emergency Call 911 

Seven Lakes Community Diaster Guide  
 

A. OVERVIEW:   Disasters occur in different forms.  They may be individual, community, 

county, state, or nationwide.  They may be the result of earthquakes, fires, floods, hurricanes, 

tornadoes, toxic spills, utility problems, storms, or other incidents that threaten the safety of 

individuals and/or the community.  Moore County residents are fortunate that there is a Moore 

County Emergency Operations Plan in effect to provide assistance to citizens.  The county has 

been divided into two zones:  (l)  incorporated communities whose officials will exercise 

authority in coordination with the county, and (2)  unincorporated parts of the county that will be 

managed by county officials. 

 

Additional information can be obtained on what to do in the event of a disaster from the 

American Red Cross by calling 910/692-8571, and from the Federal Emergency Management 

Agency at fema.gov on the World Wide Web. 

 

B.  WHO IS IN CHARGE LOCALLY?    Direction and coordination for response and recovery 

efforts are coordinated from the Moore County Emergency Operations Center located in 

Carthage.  The Seven Lakes Fire Department, West End Fire/Rescue Department, Seven Lakes 

Emergency Medical Services, Moore County Sheriffôs Department and Moore County 

Emergency Medical Services are the agencies that will respond to the emergency situation and 

assist with recovery.  Typically, the fire departments will be the agency coordinating response 

and recovery operations dealing with weather related events (hurricanes, tornadoes, winter 

storms, etc.).  For law enforcement situations the Moore County Sheriff will be the agency in 

charge.  For searches for missing persons the West End Fire/Rescue Department or the Seven 

Lakes Emergency Services will be the agency in charge. 

 

C.  HOW WILL YOU BE NOTIFIED?   Disaster warning may originate at the national, state 

or local level of government.  Follow instructions!  Warnings to the general public will be by: 

 

 1.  Radio or TV Emergency Broadcast System (EBS). 

 2.  Weather alert radios available (at electronic goods stores for a modest price). 

 3.  Mobile public address systems. 

 4.  House-to-house alert by emergency personnel. 

 

D.  BEING PREPARED:   Two different conditions exist prior to, during, and following a 

disaster:  (1) Sheltering at home, and/or (2) Evacuation, either community-wide to a local 

emergency shelter, out of the area, or to a designated place within the community.  As a 

result, different actions are required on your part to address your safety and well being in 

these situations. 
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1.  Sheltering at Home:  It is important that you be prepared to minimize the impact of a  

disaster.  There are several actions that you should take now.  

 

(a)  Confirm information on file at the 911 Center.  To do this, call 911, announce, 

ñThis is not an emergency,ò and ask to be read the information displayed on the 

operatorôs monitor.  If it is incorrect, ask the operator to make the necessary corrections.   

 

 (b) Post emergency information beside your primary telephone.  This list should  

Include your street address (not your lot number) and your doctors, family members,  

riends, or others who should be contacted.  Use the form at the end of this guide on page  

7. 

© Assemble disaster supplies:  Prepare, maintain, and restock supplies for at least three 

days.  Recommended supplies include: 
 

i. Water:  Stockpile one gallon per day for each resident.  The water should be stored in sealable, 

easy-to-carry, unbreakable containers.  The date of storage should be written on the container and 

the water replaced every six months. 

 

ii. Food:  Set aside a minimum three-day supply of non-perishable, nutritious, ready-to-eat, 

easy to store and carry foods, including any special foods you may require.  Rotate the stock 

on a regular basis.  Include a manually operated can opener.  Nonperishable food for pets is 

an important consideration. 

 

iii. Medical Supplies:  Have a well-stocked first aid kit and fresh batteries for any medical 

devices requiring them.  Person s requiring medications should have at least a three-day 

supply.  A ñFile of Life Kitò is provided free by the Sheriffôs Department for recording and 

displaying information on individuals in a house hold.  Information in the kit is useful to 

emergency medical personnel when they respond to a call for assistance.  It has a built-in 

magnet for placement on your refrigerator door. 

 

iv.  Miscellaneous:  Be sure that you have at least one battery operated radio, several 

flashlights, and extra batteries.  Propane stoves and lanterns can be of great use during 

electrical outages, but must be used with considerable caution and with adequate ventilation. 

 

 (d)  Other Suggestions:  It is recommended that you consider the following:  \\ 

i.  Arrange for someone to check on you. 

ii . Have a plan to signal for help.  If telephones are not operable, hang a ñHELPò sign that 

can be seen from the outside.  Let neighbors know that you have such a sign.  Obtain an 

outdoor blinking light, and use it as a night distress signal. 
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iii . If you have home health care service, plan disaster procedures with the providing agency. 

iv.  Teach those who may need to assist you during a disaster how to operate any medical 

equipment you must rely upon. 

 

 

2.  Assemble an Evacuation Kit: 

 

 (a) Essentials in Kit:  In addition to your ñShelter at Home Kit,ò prepare an evacuation kit 

containing a blanket or sleeping bag for each person, extra car and house keys, money, duct 

tape, credit cards, checkbook, change or a phone card for a pay phone, and the name, address, 

and telephone number of your insurance agent.  Other items you may wish to include are 

sanitation supplies, such as plastic trash bags for waste, toilet paper, household bleach and 

rubber gloves.  You may also choose to include books, magazines, playing cards, games, 

charcoal or lighter fluid, camera with film, cooler chest, extension cords, grill, matches, insect 

repellent, rope, and a tool kit.   

 

 (b) Plan for Transportation:  Neighbors should consider car-pooling. If you need 

transportation assistance, call the Moore County Emergency Operations Center at 947-6317. 

       ©  Automobiles:  Your fuel tank should always be at least half full. 

 (d) Out of Area Location:  Plan a safe location with friends or relatives away from the area 

to which you can relocate.  Familiarize yourself with the route to that location. 

 

 

E.  WHAT SHOULD YOU DO IN THE EVENT OF AN INDIVIDUAL DISASTER  (FIRE, 

MEDICAL EMERGENCY, ETC.)?    CALL 911!  Do not call the Landownersô Association 

Offices or gatehouse for help!  That will only delay the response time.  If your telephone or cellular 

phone system is not operational, send someone to try to find an operational phone, or have someone 

go to the local firehouse, the EMS station, or the gatehouse to alert them to the emergency.  When 

calling 911, remain calm.  Follow the instructions of the 911 operator.  At night, a blinking outside 

light will greatly assist emergency personnel in locating your house. 

 1.  Local Vehicle Accidents:  First, call 911, and advise the operator of the nature and location of the 

accident, number of vehicles and people involved, and the extent of injuries.  Then, call the Gate 

House, and advise security personnel of the situation. 

 2.  Water Related Accidents:  As with vehicle accidents, first call 911, and advise the operator of the 

nature and location of the accident, number of watercraft, people, etc., involved, and the extent of 

injuries.  Then call the Gate House and advise security personnel of the situation. 
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 3.  Winter Storms:  During winter months be prepared for loss of electric power.   If your house is 

warmed by a heat pump, ensure there is a free flow of air to the outside unit by removing 

accumulated snow and ice.  Otherwise, there is a possibility of damage to the system when power is 

restored.  If your house is heated by gas, ensure your supply tank is always at least half-full.  If you 

have a fireplace, ensure it is safe to use, and have an accessible supply of firewood.  Close your 

drapes to create an air pocket.  Close all doors to contain heat from your fireplace or other source.  

Bundle up and wait out the storm.  If the temperature in your house approaches freezing, turn on your 

water faucets so they slowly drip to prevent the lines from freezing.  If you use a portable heater, 

locate it in a safe area, ensure there is adequate ventilation, and that there is a fire extinguisher nearby.  

If hypothermia becomes a risk, seek immediate help! 

 4.  Hurricanes/Tornadoes:  Select a safe location away from windows, such as a hallway, under 

stairs, or the smallest interior room.  Close drapes to contain flying glass.  During the hurricane 

season secure objects that may be blown away, such as lawn furniture, trash cans, toys, garden 

equipment and hanging plants.  Trim dead or weak branches from surrounding trees.  If you have a 

boat, insure it is safely secured.  When advised by the National Weather Service or other sources that 

such a condition is imminent, go to your safe location, taking your Shelter at Home Disaster Kit, 

blankets, and cellular phone and wait until an ñall clearò signal is given.  If time permits, shut off any 

gas lines at their source.  

 5.  Fires:  Have fire extinguishers and smoke detectors strategically located throughout your house.  

Know how to use them and have them checked periodically.  Plan two escape routes from each room 

in your house.  Be sure all residents of your house (including guests) understand the escape plan.  

Practice that plan at least once a year.  Designate a family gathering point away from your home. 

Sleep with your bedroom door closed.  if conditions permit, CALL 911, then get out of the house. In 

the event of a fire get out or the house without delay.  Only if conditions permit, CALL 911, 

then get out of the house.   Drop to the floor and crawl where the air is cleanest.  Most fire fatalities 

are due to breathing toxic fumes and smoke.  Feel any door before you open itðif it is hot, do not 

open it and find another way out.  Do not re-enter your home.  If your clothes catch fire, drop to the 

floor or ground and roll to suffocate the flames.  Do not run, as that will make matters worse.  Stay 

out of the way of the emergency vehicles and personnel. 

 6.   Medical Emergencies:  Call 911, and advise of the nature of the emergency.  Unlock your front 

door and turn on your outside lights including your blinking light if available.  When the EMS Squad 

arrives, inform them if the patient is taking any medications, is allergic to certain medications, or 

other pertinent information.  Ensure your street number is clearly visible from the road during 

daylight and nighttime. 

 7.  Electrical Problems:  Depending upon the time of the year and severity of conditions, loss of 

electric power can be experienced from a few minutes to several days.  Electric companies encourage 

customers to report outages.  Numbers to use when reporting an outage in Seven Lakes are:  Progress 

Energy   1-800-419-6356; Randolph   1-877-736-2633;   Pee Dee  1-800-693-0190.  Call your electric 

company as soon as possible after an outage occurs.  If your regain power after a number of hours, 

check your icemaker.  The ice may have melted and refrozen, making the system inoperable.  Check 

the food stored in  
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your refrigerator or freezer for spoilage.  Discard spoiled or questionable food and immediately cook 

usable food that has thawed. 

 8.  Water Contamination:  You will  be notified and advised by authorities as to what to do.  Your 

three-day water supply should outlast most emergencies. 

 9.  Toxic Spills:  If there is a toxic spill of potential harm to the community, you will be notified by 

the authorities, the media, or a NOAA Emergency Weather Service radio broadcast.  Unless ordered 

to evacuate the area, get indoors and stay.  Close all windows, doors and turn off heating and air 

conditioning systems and fans, and close fireplace dampers.  Take your radio to a room with the 

fewest windows, and stay there until advised it is safe to come out. 

 10.  When Children Are In The Home:  When children are present in the home special precautions 

are required.  Store matches and lighters away from childrenôs access, move cleaners and chemicals 

to high cupboards or install a child-proof lock if you must use low cabinets.  Store prescription 

medicines and over the counter drugs (such as aspirin, cough medicines, and stomach remedies) in a 

cabinet out of the reach of children.  Install plastic covers over all exposed electrical outlets, lock any 

weapons and ammunition out of their reach, be sure that they understand and practice each roomôs 

fire evacuation plan annually, or at least once, during a visit to your home. 

 11.  Other Suggestions:    
(a)  You might wish to make a list of, take photos of, or videotape valuables.  Make copies of 

important documents and store them in a safe place outside your home. 

 

(b)  Check to see how your insurance company will handle damaged, stolen, or destroyed items. 

 

©  Consider having a cellular telephone or car phone to be used in event of loss of electrical 

power. 

 

F.  EVACUATION:  

 

     1.  Schools:  Schools are responsible for developing their own emergency disaster plans to include 

evacuation procedures.  Parents should educate themselves about these plans, procedures and the 

location of reception centers.  

 

2.  Community-Wide Evacuation:   A community-wide evacuation can be to a local emergency shelter 

or out of the area completely .  If instructed to evacuate, close your windows and shut off water, 

electricity, and gas.  Lock your house, and take your evacuation kit with you.  Use only specified 

travel routes, foregoing any shortcuts, which might be unsafe.  Let others know you are leaving and 

where you are going.  Upon arrival at a shelter, notify authorities of any special medical needs you 

may have.  Take with you needed medications, special dietary items, reclining lawn chairs, sleeping 

bags, and diapers and baby foods for infants.  Use of tobacco products, alcohol, and drugs is 

prohibited in shelters.  Firearms are not permitted.  If you have not made other  
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  arrangements for your pets, leave them, as animals are not allowed in public shelters.  The only 

exceptions are seeing-eye dogs, dogs used by the hearing impaired, etc.  The Sheriffôs Department, 

assisted by security personnel, will control any evacuation.  Unless otherwise directed, residents 

should use the following exits out of Seven Lakes West. 

 

* Within the West End Fire District and east of  

      Lake Auman dam:  East (back) gate to Highway 73 

* Within the Seven Lakes Fire District:  Front Gate to 

      Highway 211 

* Beacon Ridge and west of Lake Auman:  Golf course 

      maintenance area, right turn to Lucas Road, to Dead Manôs Curve,  to Hwy 

211 

 

   Once out of Seven Lakes, follow Sheriff Departmentôs instructions. 

 

3.  Shelters:  County sponsored shelters are located at: 

 

 The Seven Lakes fire house (currently equipped with 52 cots 

and blankets) 

 North Moore High School, Robbins (Mass Shelter) 

 Union Pines High School, between Vass and Carthage (Mass) 

 Pinecrest High School, Highway 15-501, Southern Pines (Mass) 

 

4.  Local Evacuation:  Under certain conditions a Fire Chief or Sheriffôs Department representative may 

request the evacuation of a local area within the Seven Lakes community.  When instructed to evacuate, 

close your windows, and shut off the water, gas, and electricity.  Take your evacuation kit and lock your 

home.  Under a local evacuation order you may be permitted to take your pets.  Go to the follow location, 

unless otherwise instructed, and wait for further instructions.

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0.0 DEFINITIONS  
 
 
"ACCESS PERMIT" shall mean a document issued by the ARC upon approval of 
construction or improvement plans and payment of all applicable fees. No Applicant 
shall obtain a building permit from the applicable governmental agencies without first 
obtaining all necessary approvals from ARC as set forth in the Standards for Design 
and Construction herein. The Association shall have the right to charge reasonable 
permit and impact fees upon the submission of applications to ARC for approval of 
matters within its jurisdiction, and such fees shall be payable by the Applicant prior to 
commencement of any clearing or construction on his Lot.  
 
"APPLICANTò shall mean a Seven Lakes West landowner who desires to construct a 
new home on his or her lot(s) or undertake modifications to existing construction or 
landscaping as set forth herein. The Applicant is jointly and severally responsible with 
the Contractor for any violations, charges, and fines which may result from any improper 
actions or omissions hereunder, and agrees to give ARC, or its assigns, full access to 
the lot during the construction period. If the Applicant constructs his own house he shall 
also be responsible for himself and his sub-contractors.  
 
ñARCHITECTURAL REVIEW COMMITTEEò also called ñARCò or ñBuilding Committeeò 
shall mean a standing committee of the Seven Lakes West Landowners Association 
(SLWLA) in conjunction with the Developer as appropriate (see below). ARC carries out 
its responsibility on behalf of all property owners at Seven Lakes West to establish an 
aesthetically pleasing environment for the protection of property values. The mandate of 
ARC is to encourage design excellence, and to preserve and enhance the existing 
natural features of Seven Lakes West. The success of this planned community depends 
on the compatibility of architecture, streetscapes, and landscaping with the adjacent 
natural areas, amenities and development. Implementation of the Standards for Design 
and Construction will be carried out through design guidelines and application review 
procedures. Each application is evaluated on its own merits. ARC has the right to reject 
any site plan, building design, landscaping plan and/or specifications that are not 
compatible with the Standards set forth herein, and decisions of ARC may be based, for 
example, on purely aesthetic considerations. ARCôs interpretation of these Standards is 
in its sole discretion.  
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"ASSOCIATIONò and ñSLWLAò shall mean The Seven Lakes West Landowners 
Association, Inc., a North Carolina nonprofit corporation, its successors and assigns.  
 
ñCERTIFICATE OF COMPLETIONò shall mean a written certification that a final 
approval of the construction has been completed by ARC and that the finished property 
complies with all Standards, the Declaration, and Rules and Regulations of SLWLA, see 
sections 2.05.11 and 6.08. 
 
 ñCLEARCUTTINGò shall mean the act of clearing a lot(s) by removal of all, or 
substantially all, vegetation. It is prohibited without a written permit from the ARC, see 
section 5.01.  
 
"COMPLIANCE FEE DEPOSITò shall mean the deposit paid to the Association prior to 
commencement of construction for the purpose of securing compliance with its 
Declarations, Rules and Regulations, and ARC Standards.  
 
"CONTRACTOR" (a.k.a. ñBuilderò) shall mean the licensed general contractor hired by 
the Applicant. The contractor and his sub-contractors shall be jointly and severally 
responsible with the Applicant to the Association for compliance with its Declarations, 
Rules and Regulations, and ARC Standards. The contractor is jointly and severally with 
the Applicant responsible for the implementation of the Applicantôs plans as approved 
by ARC. 
 
 "DEVELOPER" shall mean Lakeside Development Company, LLC, a North Carolina 
limited liability company, its successors and its assigns.  
 
"DECLARATIONS" shall mean, collectively, the following Declarations of Restrictive 
Covenants as now or hereafter amended (all references to the Moore County Registry):  
 
0.1 Declaration of Restrictive Covenants for Seven Lakes West recorded in Book 449 at 
Page 662 (covering the communities called, for the purposes of this document, "Seven 
Lakes West Subdivision", see Definition below)

(n/k/a Beacon Ridge) recorded in Book 563 at Page 503 0.3 Declaration of Covenants,

ñDENRò shall mean the North Carolina Department of Environment and Natural 
Resources. 
 
 ñDOCK(S)ò shall mean a fully constructed boat dock(s) on Lake Auman and may not 
exceed 360 square feet total horizontal surface area and may not extend more than 
twenty (20) feet perpendicular from the shoreline.  
 
"MAXIMUM DWELLING HEIGHT" is 35 feet and shall mean the height of a dwelling 
when measured from the Grade Plane to the highest ridge vent of any dwelling. The 
Grade Plane is defined as a reference plane representing the average of the finished 
grade surrounding the building at all exterior walls. 
 
 "RELATED CONSTRUCTION ACTIVITYò shall mean any work outside of the dwelling 
that involves the use of heavy machinery, earth-moving equipment, or any other 
construction activity that changes the appearance of the structure or generates 
excessive noise or otherwise constitutes a nuisance.  
 
"RENOVATIONS, IMPROVEMENTS and/or ADDITIONS" shall mean any structural 
change to the exterior or footprint of the original dwelling and will require payment of a 
Submittal Review Fee.  
 
ñRIGHT OF WAYò and ñROWò shall mean that public area comprised of land reserved 
on the recorded plat for roadways and includes land on both sides of the pavement 
which may be utilized for various public purposes.  
 
 
ñSEVEN LAKES WESTò and ñSLWò shall mean all of the properties and various 
subdivisions within the gated community known as Seven Lakes  West
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 ñSEVEN LAKES WEST SUBDIVISIONò shall mean all of the properties covenanted 
under Declaration of Restrictive Covenants for Seven Lakes West and recorded in Book 
449 at Page 662 of the Moore County Registry, dated July 27, 1979, as now or 
hereafter amended.  
 
ñSTOP WORK ORDERò shall mean a written order from ARC requiring all construction 
to cease and desist until all conditions of the order are met at the discretion of ARC.  
 
1.0 PHILOSOPHY Seven Lakes West can be characterized as a community with a 

passion for enhancing the natural beauty of its environment. This passion motivates 
the development of plans to manage growth smartly, protect the community's quality 
of life, and facilitate property value appreciation.  

 
Seven Lakes West strives to earn the descriptions Unique, Prestigious and Exclusive 
as follows:  
 
UNIQUE: A large, deep, clear main lake with corresponding coves; a championship golf 
course; an equestrian sub-community; quiet residential streets; and a community center 
that facilitates camaraderie and fitness.  
 
PRESTIGIOUS: Homes and properties notable for aesthetic value, winding streets, 
abundant buffer zones, and attractive common areas.  
 
EXCLUSIVE: A private, gated community sharing high standards of living, 
boating/sailing on a large lake, golf at a semi-private club, private swimming pool, tennis 
courts, community center, uniformed security, and enhanced property values. Important 
vehicles for realizing this vision include restrictive covenants, architectural standards 
that stress aesthetics, use of state-licensed contractors and building professionals who 
meet stringent approval requirements.  
 
2.0 ARCHITECTURAL REVIEW COMMITTEE (ARC)  
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2.01 Purpose  
One of the most effective methods of assuring the protection of these concepts, 
community lifestyle, and individual property value is an effective aesthetic review 
process. The ARC will review applications and design documents for all new 
construction and modifications to existing properties, including landscaping, lot clearing, 
boat docks, bulkheads, lake dredging, fencing, yard art, swimming pools, hot tubs, etc. 
Each application shall be evaluated on its own merits with respect to the proposed 
details. ARC desires that all construction:  
 

A. Meets the requirements as set forth in the Declarations in terms of square  
footage, setbacks, etc.  

B. Is harmonious with existing construction in the community.  
C. Is performed by a licensed contractor without undue delay.  
D. Is maintained in keeping with the Declarations.  
E. Variances are only granted when required and appropriate.  

 
2.02 Policy No construction, landscaping as hereinafter set forth, or alterations to any 
dwelling shall begin without prior written approval of the ARC. Such approval shall be 
documented by the ARC when the Applicantsô Access Permits are issued.  
 
From time to time the ARC may modify or change the Standards for Design and 
Construction with Board approval, so long as such changes:  
 
 A. Are in keeping with the requirements set forth in the Declarations;  
 B. Provide due notice to anyone affected by such change;  
 C. Grandfather any plans previously approved. 
  
  2.03 Authority The authority for the ARC is set forth in the Declarations that 
encumber every building site. The authority of the Developer, if any, depends in each 
instance upon the particular Declaration involved.  

 

  
The Developer has the ultimate authority on ARC related issues in instances where a 
particular Declaration affords the Developer such jurisdiction. The  
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Developer may veto approvals or disapprovals issued by the ARC and has final 
approval of all proposed variances in instances where a particular Declaration has 
afforded it jurisdiction.  
 
2.04 Membership An Association Board member shall act as Chair of the ARC. The 
Chair shall nominate persons to serve as ARC members subject to the advice and 
consent of the Board. Such members except the Developerôs appointee shall serve at 
the pleasure of the Chair.  
 
2.05 Responsibilities The ARC (or its assigns) is empowered to perform the duties as 
set forth in the Declarations as well as noted elsewhere in the Standards and to:  
 
   A. Establish review criteria.  
 B. Review all construction, renovation and landscaping applications for 

compliance with the design criteria set forth herein and the Associationôs 
Declarations, rules and regulations prior to approval.  

 C. Encourage high standards of design and quality construction.  
 D. Establish construction access and compliance fees and penalties for 

violations with Board approval.  
 E. Periodically observe the construction occurring on the site to attempt to have 

the construction proceed in accordance with published Standards.  
 F. Contact Applicants whose plans and specifications have been disapproved 

and provide reasonable assistance or recommendations to bring applications 
into compliance with review criteria.  

 G. Maintain copies of applications, design documents, access permits, 
certificates of occupancy, and related records.  

 H. Encourage compatible architectural designs and harmonious relationships 
with neighborhood construction.  

 I. Amend the design review criteria as well as the performance and quality 
standards, with Board approval and in cooperation with the Developer, to reflect 
our communityôs current and future needs, as may be required from time to time.  

 J. Periodically inform members of the Association regarding activities of  
 the ARC and changes in criteria as they occur;  
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 K. Conduct a final review, when notified by the Applicant, to check for compliance 
with all applicable Standards, Declarations, Rules and Regulations; and issue a 
Certificate of Completion. No deposit may be released nor may the Applicant 
furnish or occupy the property prior to receipt of the Certificate of Completion 
unless, due to extraordinary circumstances, approved in writing by the ARC.  

 
2.06 Enforcement  
 A. A structure or improvement that is placed outside the building envelope or 
encroaches into lot setbacks and/or utility easements without ARC approval is 
considered non-conforming and represents a violation of these standards. The ARC will 
first request that structure or improvement be brought into compliance at the 
landownerôs expense. Should the landowner fail to comply, the ARC may proceed to 
pursue the case with the Community Manager, the Community Advocate and the 
Judicial Panel in accordance with Association By-Laws, SLWLA Rules & Regulations, 
and Covenants.  
 
 B. The ARC or its delegees shall perform periodic on-site observations of 
construction sites in an attempt to determine if Contractors are conforming, as required, 
to the various ARC Standards, SLWLA Rules & Regulations and the Declarations. If the 
Contractor building on a particular site is found to be in non-conformance (except with 
respect to DENR violations, which shall be handled as per section 2.06 C, below) the 
Contractor shall be informed in writing of the alleged violation(s) and given up to thirty 
(30) calendar days to correct the issue. Failure to timely comply shall result in a Stop 
Work Order. The number of days given shall be at the discretion of the ARC. If the ARC 
gives ten (10) days or less to resolve a problem, only non-holiday weekdays will be 
counted. The communication shall also state that the Contractor shall be fined up to 
$100 per violation for each day after the cure period has elapsed until the problem(s) is 
corrected. The communication shall state that the fine shall be assessed against the 
Contractorôs Compliance Fee Deposit. Once the problem is resolved, the Contractor 
shall receive another communication, indicating how much money was deducted from 
the Contractorôs Compliance Fee Deposit and stating that the said deposit needs to be 
replenished before construction may commence again. If the Contractor fails to  
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 replenish the deposit within five (5) business days of demand or if at any time the 
amount deposited is insufficient to satisfy an outstanding fine the Community Manager 
will be asked to intervene to resolve the matter. If the Community Manager is unable to 
do so the Community Advocate will be asked to prosecute the matter before the Judicial 
Panel as noted in section 2.06 A above.  
 
 C. Should an ARC representative notice an apparent violation of a DENR 
regulation pertaining to proper control of sedimentation run off/soil erosion arising from 
land disturbing activity, a communication will be sent to the DENR office in Fayetteville 
for handling. Copies of the communication will be sent to the Contractor and to the 
Applicant when ARC communicates with DENR. If a Notice of Violation (NOV) is issued 
by DENR and not timely appealed, the ARC shall assess a $500 fine against the 
Contractor and deduct the monies from the Contractorôs Compliance Fee Deposit. The 
ARC shall communicate such action to the Contractor and the Applicant and likewise 
demand the deposit be replenished as noted in sub-section B, above. Failure to 
replenish the deposit shall cause the ARC to proceed as noted in sub-section B, above. 
Should a Notice of Violation be issued by DENR, the Contractor shall immediately stop 
work on the site until such time as DENR conducts a Compliance Inspection and 
determines in writing that Contractor is in full compliance with the said Act. Once in 
compliance and the conditions of the NOV have been satisfied, the Applicant / 
Contractor must supply ARC with a copy of the Compliance Inspection report before 
work on the site may resume.  
 
 D. If a Contractor fails to satisfy a fine then, in addition to other lawful remedies 
available to the ARC, the Contractor will not be issued another permit to perform 
construction in SLW until the matter is resolved to the reasonable satisfaction of the 
ARC.  
 
 E. If a Contractor has three or more violations in any given six month period, 
regardless of whether or not any ensuing fines are satisfied, the Contractor shall be 
placed on probation for a period of one year from the date of the last violation.  
 
 F. If a Contractor continues to violate the rules while on probation, the ARC, in 
addition to its right to fine the Contractor as noted above, shall have the right to ask the 
Community Advocate to summon the Contractor before the Judicial Panel to determine 
whether or not the

Contractor should continue to enjoy the privilege of building in Seven Lakes 
West.  

 
 G. Should a situation arise where the Contractor has committed a violation and is 
fined but the Contractor has not made a Contractorôs Compliance Fee Deposit 
and has not satisfied the fine, the ARC may proceed to have the Community 
Manager intervene as noted in sub-section 2.06 B, above, and failing resolution 
by the Community Manager, the matter will continue as noted therein.  

 
 H. Not withstanding anything hereinabove to the contrary, the owner shall also be 

jointly and severally liable for any fine assessed hereinabove.  
 

2.07 Limitation of Liability  
 
Notwithstanding any other provision of any Declaration, these Standards or the Rules 
and Regulations, the basis for the review and approval of any application or other 
matter pursuant to these Standards is limited to aesthetic considerations and good faith 
efforts to ensure material satisfaction of the requirements set forth in Declaration, these 
Standards, and the Rules and Regulations. No approval of plans or other 
documentation by the ARC shall be construed as a representation, warranty or 
implication that the improvements, if built in accordance with the plans therefore, will, for 
example, (a) be accurate, complete or otherwise free from defects, (b) meet applicable 
codes, regulations, and laws (including, but not limited to, building codes and permit 
requirements), (c) be built in a good and workmanlike manner, (d) meet applicable 
standards for prevention of soil erosion, siltation and sediment pollution (including, but 
not limited to, regulations promulgated by DENR or alteration of the natural flow of water 
and diversion of run-off to adjoining properties or (e) meet applicable standards for 
structural, mechanical, electrical and all other technical aspects of a proposed design. 
Neither the Association nor the ARCðor their directors, officers, committee members, 
staff or volunteersðshall be liable for any injury, damages, or loss arising out of the 
manner or quality of approved improvements or modifications on or to any Lot. In 
addition, in no event shall ARC have any liability whatsoever to an Owner, a Contractor 
or any other party for any costs or damages (consequential or otherwise) that may be 
incurred or suffered on account of the approval, disapproval or conditional approval of 
any plans by the ARC.  
Notwithstanding any other provision of any Declaration, these Standards or the Rules 
and Regulations, Applicant and Contractor acknowledge that (f)  
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neither the Association nor the ARCðor their directors, officers, committee members, 
staff or volunteersðpossesses professional experience in the matters within its 
jurisdiction and, therefore, (g) the Association and the ARCðand their directors, 
officers, committee members, staff or volunteersð perform their respective functions 
pursuant to these Standards as volunteers, (h) neither Applicant nor Contractor shall 
rely upon the Association or the ARCðor their directors, officers, committee members, 
staff or volunteersðto monitor, oversee, inspect or otherwise ensure compliance of 
Applicant and Contractor with any Declaration, these Standards, the Rules and 
Regulations or applicable codes, regulations or laws, and (i) the Association and the 
ARC disclaim all warranties, representations and guaranties, whether express or 
implied (including, but not limited to, all implied warranties and all representations and 
warranties as to merchantability or fitness for any particular purpose) related thereto. 
  
3.0 DESIGN APPROVAL PROCESS  
 
3.01 Design Guidelines  
 
The following list summarizes those design considerations that the ARC requires for 
submitted plans:  
 A. Use of professionals qualified in the fields of planning, landscaping, 

engineering and surveying.  
 B. Compliance with all deed restrictions as found in the Declaration of Covenants 

and restrictions for appropriate communities in SLW.  
 C. Preservation of the natural character of the building site to the maximum extent 

possible.  
 D. Emphasis on aesthetics of exterior architectural and landscape designs.  
 E. Requirements for minimum 8/12 primary pitch of roof, see 7.04.  
 F. Minimum of two-car garage with automatic door openers, see 7.01.2  
 G. Superior quality construction with emphasis on distinctive design in keeping 

with the neighborhood and the preferred use of natural materials. Particular 
attention should be given to the blending of the structure into the site.  

 H. A drainage / erosion control plan that incorporates best practices to assure 
appropriate drainage occurs as a result of the construction in accordance with 
industry standards and law. The Applicant and Contractor shall also comply with 
DENR rules and regulations.  
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 Foundation drains and gutter down spouts shall be properly drained away from the 
house. Such plan shall be followed by the Contractor in all respects.  

 I. Integration of the exterior house lighting and landscape lighting into an 
arrangement that is aesthetically pleasing and gives full consideration to human 
safety in and around the system.  

 
3.02 Preliminary Architectural Review  
 
If a planned residence is thought to be potentially controversial, unconventional or 
incompatible with a given neighborhood, a preliminary design review may be requested 
by the landowner or his agent. The ARC will conduct a review with the landowner and/or 
his agent to review the proposed plans. A preliminary review should include the 
following documents:  
 
   A. Proposed site plan and landscaping plan;  
 B. Exterior elevations (all sides) and floor plans [one eighth (1/8") or one quarter 

(1/4") drawings are acceptable];  
 C. Details of proposed exterior materials, colors and finishes.  
  
  
 3.03 Final Architectural Review  
 The Applicant must submit final construction plans (2 copies), application fees, 
Compliance Fee Deposit, material samples, product photos or brochures, and color 
chips as follows:  

 
 A. Application forms for residential construction or improvements as appropriate.  
 B. Site Plan, including house location by scale within the Building Envelope, 
(Building Envelope is hereinafter defined as the area of land upon which a residence 
may be erected within the minimum applicable setbacks), and a Topographical survey 
showing current topography of the site as well as proposed topographical changes to 
the site and how the finished grades affect adjacent property, roadways, culverts, and 
waterways. DENR regulations must be strictly followed pertaining to any land disturbing 
activity.  
 C. Detailed landscape plan; include irrigation intake pipe and pump with the 
proposed housing if part of the plan.  
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 D. Authorized Moore County Health Department Improvement Permit (septic).  
 E. Floor plans.  
 F. Building sections and wall section details.  
 G. Exterior elevations (all sides).  
 H. Roofs: structure, materials, color.  
 I. Exterior Walls: structure, materials.  
 J. Fascia and trim: construction materials, color.  
 K. Doors/garage doors: specifications, materials, color.  
 L. Patio/decks/screened porches: structure, materials, finish.  
 M. Fences/walls: structure, materials, proposed color; (note: fences are 

prohibited by some Declarations and/or require a separate written approval as to 
location, materials and height. See appropriate Declaration for requirements and 
provide detailed specifications to the ARC.)  

 N. Mechanical equipment: location of all exterior apparatus, including appropriate 
screening details.  

 O. Driveways: materials, finish, and colors where appropriate;  
 P. Proposed swimming pools: plans, layouts, fencing, and landscaping.  
 Q. Proposed satellite dishes, antennae, etc.  
 R. Proposed bulkheads and docks where appropriate.  
 
3.04 Approval by ARC  
 
Approval by the ARC shall in no way relieve the Contractor or Applicant of their 
responsibility and liability for adherence to any applicable Federal, State or County laws, 
rules, regulations, ordinances, and codes.  
 
The ARC will review all design documents, sample materials and color chips. All copies 
of plans shall be signed and dated by the Contractor and ARC. The Developer will also 
review such documents when and where appropriate. If there is a difference between 
the approved plans and the written application, the plans shall be the standard. One set 
of duly stamped plans shall be returned to the Contractor with ARC comments. Samples 
may be retained by the ARC until a Certificate of Completion is issued.  
 
Upon approval of plans and payment of required fees, an Access Permit will be issued 
subject to issuance of County building permit. To the extent land disturbing activities, as 
defined by DENR, are considered, the Contractor and Applicant shall also abide by the 
rules and regulations of and coordinate  
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with such agency.  
 
3.05 Design Document Changes  
 
During the construction process the Contractor must submit any proposed changes to 
the ARC for review prior to deviating from the plans approved by the ARC. A letter, 
supported by additional documentation as required, must be submitted to the ARC. Any 
deviations require prior ARC written approval. Approved changes must be noted on the 
master design document and initialed by both the Contractor and ARC. Failure to 
comply may result in the requirement of removal at the Applicantôs expense of any 
change made in violation hereof.  
 
3.06 Variances  
 
All requests for variances from the Declarations and/or these Standards shall be 
submitted to the ARC. Variances will be granted only in extraordinary circumstances 
where hardship has been demonstrated. Each variance granted applies solely to the 
unique circumstances of the individual request and shall not be deemed to set a 
precedent for future requests. Variances shall not be granted to the extent they 
encroach upon or violate applicable legal requirements.  
 
3.06.1 Special Note: Setback Variances. All requests for setback variances must be 
submitted along with normal ARC submittals. Setback variances will not be granted if 
they can be avoided (usually by altering plans, submitting alternate floor plans, or 
submitting same plans for a different or larger lot size). If a setback variance is 
requested after construction begins, there will be a $500.00 application and review fee 
required. (Note: The application fee is to be in the form of two checks for $250.00 each, 
one made out to Lakeside Development to the extent it has jurisdiction over the 
community in question and the other to SLWLA). If any setback variance request is 
granted, there will be a Fee of $40.00 per Sq. Ft. (charged on that portion of the 
structure which exceeds setback requirements based upon an "as built" survey provided 
by the builder) or $2,500 whichever is the greater. If the setback variance request is not 
granted the violation must be removed. In each case the application fee of $500 will not 
be refunded.  
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3.07 Periodic Observations  
 
The ARC reserves the right but is not obligated to periodically observe construction 
projects in progress to attempt to determine whether or not the construction is in 
conformance with approved design documents and materials and compliance with 
these Standards. All Applicants agree to cooperate fully with the ARC and grant access 
as required. ARC Representatives will review cleanliness of the work site, adherence to 
permits, water/silt/soil runoff and silt fencing as required, conformance to approved 
plans, adherence to acceptable construction practices and standards and appropriate 
on-site vehicle parking. If any sedimentation or erosion control issues are observed, the 
ARC Representative will report the matter to DENR with a copy to the Contractor and 
Applicant, see 2.06.C  
 
3.08 Deposits and Fees  
 
An Access Permit will not be issued until the following fees are paid:  
 A. A non-refundable Architecture Review submittal fee of $300 by the Applicant.  
 B. A non-refundable Road Maintenance fee of $750.00 by the Applicant.  
 C. A refundable $1,500 non-interest bearing Compliance Fee Deposit per permit 

application by the Contractor. This Deposit (less any fines imposed) will be 
returned to the Contractor when the county "Certificate of Occupancy" is received 
by ARC, the landscaping is complete and ARC issues a Certificate of 
Completion. Should the Contractor accrue any fines or remedial charges during 
construction, the amount of the fine or charge will be deducted from the 
Compliance Fee Deposit. The Contractor will then be required to replenish that 
amount within fifteen (15) days of incurring the fine, see 2.06B.  

 D. The above deposit shall be non-interest bearing.  
 
3.09 Return of Compliance Fee Deposit When all construction is completed, including 
landscaping and irrigation, ARC will conduct a final review, see Section 6.08. The 
Contractorôs Compliance Fee Deposit will be returned, less any outstanding fines or 
charges, after ARC has issued a Certificate of Completion upon the final review.  
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3.10 Fee for Renovations and Additions  
 
The applicant shall post a non-refundable ARC submittal fee of $300.00 for application 
for external renovations, and/or alterations and/or additions to existing dwellings that 
change the footprint or elevation (including design, material or color changes) of the 
structure, including swimming pools, before an Improvement Permit will be issued. 
Documentation submission will be determined by the total scope of the project.  
 
Swimming Pool Construction: A refundable, non-interest bearing Compliance Fee 
Deposit of $1,000.00 will be posted before approval for construction is granted. All other 
provisions in 3.08.C and 3.09 above, other than the fees, apply. Said deposit will be 
returned once said pool has been completed and has been approved by the County.  
 
 
3.11 Termination/Replacement of Contractor  
 
ARC shall be given written notification of a decision by the Applicant to terminate or 
replace a contractor during the construction phase. Before commencing construction, 
the new builder shall post a construction deposit. Once this deposit is received, ARC will 
refund the remaining construction deposit to the terminated builder, see section 3.08.  
 
 
4.0 DESIGN DOCUMENTS  
 
In order to facilitate a consistent review process, the design documents should adhere 
to the criteria outlined below.  

A. Site Plan, see 3.03B; also see Landscaping Requirements 5.04.1. The scale 
shall be minimum of 1ò = 20ô and include:  

1. Property Lines  
2. Building Setback Lines  
3. Easements  
4. Right-of-ways  
5. Driveways/Walkways 
 6. Patios/Decks  
7. Swimming Pools  
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  8. Culverts  
 9. Drainage Plan both inflowing and out flowing as needed and where required 

by ARC in its discretion. Such plan must be submitted by a licensed Civil 
Engineer and certified to the Association. ARC may allow other disciplines to 
satisfy this requirement so long as the professional is duly licensed, is 
competent to handle drainage matters and has current malpractice insurance 
coverage in force.  

 10. Dwelling perimeters (1st /2nd floors).  
 11. Roof Line Overhangs.  
 12. Topography.  
  
B. Floor Plans  
 1. The scale shall be ıò = 1.0ô  
 
C. Exterior Elevations  

1. The scale shall be: ıò = 1.0ô  
 2. Topographic elevations at building corners  
 3. All exterior views of all structures including materials  
 
D. Building Sections  
 1. The scale shall be ıò = 1.0ô  
 2. Wall/roof sections  
 3. Roof pitch  
 
E. Exterior colors, finishes, materials  
 1. Specifications  
 2. Manufacturers  
 3. Materials/samples/photos/models/color chips  
 
F. Detailed landscape plans (also see site plan A) (See also section 5.04) Scale shall be 
a minimum of 1" = 10'.  
 1. Easements  
 2. Right-of-ways should be landscaped with grass, see 5.04.1f.  
 3. Plant materials (desc ription of plantings with common names and sizes)  
 4. Surface materials (e.g. pine straw, mulch, etc.)  
 
Particular attention to screening of outdoor appliances (e.g. heat pumps)  
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should be noted in landscape plans. Height, depth, and width of screening/plantings 
must be identified  
 
5.0 ARC SPECIFIC POLICIES 5.01 Lot Clearing and Lot Drainage  
 
There are four types of lot clearing that are addressed in this section. In all four types, 
as in all matters, DENR rules and regulations for soil erosion and sedimentation control 
must be followed.  
 

5.01.1 Lot Cleaning-Minor: This applies to the manual clearing out of underbrush 
and small black jack oaks and other undesirable scrub trees as well as the removal of 
fallen trees, branches and the like. There is no requirement for permits or ARC 
approval in this case. But all cleared underbrush, trees, etc must be promptly removed 
from the lot.  
 
5.01.2 Tree Removal after a House is Occupied: This applies to the removal of 
established trees (see below at section 5.01.5 for size definition and approval 
requirements) once a house has been constructed on a lot and the premises are 
occupied. If heavy equipment is used to remove any tree(s) from such lot a permit 
($25.00 fee) must be obtained. If the tree meets the definition noted in 5.01.5 below, 
an approval from ARC must also be obtained before such removal. The fee may be 
waived in instances where removal is required because of natural causes. 
 
 5.01.3 Lot Clearing-Major: This section applies to the clearing of lots by heavy 
equipment such as bulldozers, or major removal by other means. A $500 fee permit is 
required for this type of work and a plan showing the nature and location of the work. 
Disturbed ground shall be graded and restored with ground cover. Winter Rye Grass 
may be used as a temporary measure so long as it is subsequently reseeded with 
permanent grass.  
 
5.01.4 Lot Clearing in relationship to building a house: This is to be included with 
the building plans and the fee is included with those permit fees. Construction must 
begin within 60 days of commencement of lot clearing.  
 
 
5.01.5 A lot clearing or building Access Permit is required prior to beginning work in 
5.01.2, in 5.01.3, and in 5.01.4. Trees and other 
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undergrowth may be removed prior to the initiation of construction. In no case shall 
trees with a diameter of four inches or more (measured 3 feet above grade) be removed 
without approval of the ARC. Exceptions are made for black jack oaks and other 
undesirable scrub trees. Magnolia, Holly, and Dogwood trees and other desirable 
deciduous trees located outside of the building footprint, driveways and septic area, that 
are one inch or more in diameter measured at three feet above grade, may not be 
removed without prior ARC approval at any time before, during or after construction. If 
any such trees are removed without ARC approval, ARC may impose fines and/or 
require replacement with comparable trees.  
 
No bulldozing or heavy clearing of trees shall commence until plans showing the nature 
and location of the work have been submitted to, and approved by, ARC. ñClear cuttingò 
of the lot is prohibited in Seven Lakes West and will result in the permanent banning of 
the Contractor, conducting such ñclear cuttingò, from the community. 
 
 5.01.6. The Contractor shall be responsible for grading and surface drainage such that 
surface runoff will not adversely affect adjoining properties, roadways, creeks, ponds, or 
the lake. Appropriate silt fencing must be utilized in accordance with DENR. Sod berms, 
French drains and catch basins with piped drainage should be considered and may be 
required as part of the Drainage Plan, see 4.0.A 9. Any materials used for drainage 
control must be integrated into the overall landscape plan to provide a natural and 
aesthetically pleasing appearance. Significant grading changes from the natural 
topography will only be approved in extraordinary building circumstances. Soil shall not 
be removed in excess of six truckloads from a lot without the prior express written 
consent of ARC.  
 
Soil may not be removed from any vacant in any amount without express prior written 
consent of ARC.  
 
5.01.7 Not withstanding anything herein above to the contrary, Contractor and Applicant 
shall comply with DENR rules and regulations with regards to preventing 
sedimentation/soil erosion. Should an ARC Representative observe any such issues 
they may be reported to DENR for further handling.  
 
5.02 Design Review Decisions  
Upon receipt of a properly completed application, ARC will review the Applicant's plans 
and specifications and render one of the following  
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decisions in writing:  
 
 A. Approved  
 B. Approved subject to conditions of attached changes  
 C. Disapproved  
 
The decisions of the ARC are final. 
 
 5.03 Approval Expirations  
 
Applicants must begin construction within one hundred twenty (120) days of final ARC 
approval. Failure to do so may result in the revocation of all permits and loss of permit 
fees but only after written notification by ARC. In exceptional circumstances, extensions 
may be granted by ARC.  
 
5.04 Landscaping 
 
Landscaping (and irrigation) installation shall be completed prior to issuance of a 
Certificate of Completion. The Applicant or his agent may submit a written request for a 
delay to landscaping installation due to extraordinary circumstances or conditions. In 
such a case, approval will depend upon an agreed upon completion date with penalties 
to be imposed for failure to comply.  
 
5.04.1 Mandatory Landscaping Requirements. 
 
 At a minimum, the following landscaping is required for all homes:  
 

a. Layered plantings (not less than two distinct layers of varying heights) around 
elevations fronting on the golf course, lake, and street. Single layer planting is 
allowed on side yards other than above.  
b. Plant sizes must be proportional to wall height and foundation exposure. A 
detailed list of planting materials must be included within the landscape plan. The 
list shall show the size of each plant species.  
c. Areas under decks must be fully screened with appropriately sized plant 
materials or combined with latticework (appearance subject to ARC approval) to 
avoid under-deck views. 
 d. Mechanical equipment, meters, etc. must be fully screened with appropriately 
sized non-deciduous plants.  
e. All fuel tanks must be buried.  
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f. All abutting road rights-of-way that have been disturbed must be landscaped and 
vegetated in such a way that will retard erosion. They must be adequately 
prepared, fertilized, and seeded with Bermuda (or other approved) grass to assure 
full germination. The surface should be graded for pedestrian purposes. The owner 
shall, as with all landscaping, maintain such area. 
 g. To protect views and insure continuity with adjacent residences, no walls, 
hedges or screen plantings may be erected, placed or altered outside the building 
envelope on any premises without ARC approval. 
 h. Plantings selected should be suitable for North Carolina climate and conditions. 
 i. All other areas disturbed as a result of the construction process shall also be 
landscaped. 
 j. Underground irrigation is recommended for all homes and required for cluster 
communities with common maintenance. 
 k. It is recommended that some grass area(s) be included in the overall landscape 
plan. 

 
 5.04.2 Landscaping Changes After Occupancy.  
 
Additions to existing landscaping within the building envelope are encouraged and do 
not require ARC approval. Landscape changes or additions outside the building 
envelope, using structural materials (e.g. flag stone, railroad ties, lattice work, etc.), or 
which includes reforming or re-contouring the ground requires prior approval of ARC. 
Existing plants and trees may be replaced with plantings of a like species, kind and size 
without the approval of the ARC. Any landscaping which creates a screen, fence or wall, 
either natural or artificial, that obstructs or interferes with a view of the golf course, a 
lake or a pond is not permitted without ARC approval.  
 
5.04.3 Landscaping on ROW.  
 
Not withstanding any thing hereinabove to the contrary, nothing other than grass or pine 
straw shall be planted, placed, or constructed on the ROW without prior written approval 
by ARC. Association shall retain the right to complete access and use of the ROW even 
if such approval is granted and likewise Association shall not be responsible for damage 
to such in the event of such access and/or use.  
 
6.0 THE CONSTRUCTION PROCESS 6.01 Site preparation and drainage  
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6.01.1 Erosion Protection: Contractor and Applicant shall strictly adhere to DENR 

rules and regulations. Any apparent violation of such may be reported by the ARC 
Representative to DENR for handling.  
 
Contractors shall install prior to commencement of construction activities crusher run / 
ABC material on the fifty (50) feet of driveways adjacent to roadways to prevent erosion. 
Said crusher run/ABC material shall be at least six (6) inches thick. All reasonable 
measures shall be taken to avoid any damage to other properties during the 
construction process.  
 
6.01.2 Road Cuts:  
It is understood that if construction requires the Contractor to cut into, under, or across 
any Association road or right-of-way for any reason, the Contractor is completely 
responsible for repair satisfactory to ARC. Tunneling is required when providing access 
for waste drain fields, cable access, water access, or utilities access. If tunneling is not 
feasible a permit shall be required for all road cuts. Lifts of no more than 8 inches, fully 
tamped and smoothed shall be utilized to fill all cuts. If the cut settles within 12 months 
the Applicant shall be required to repair the roadway satisfactorily at his or her expense. 
Driveway cuts at the entrance from the roadway shall not occur without the prior 
express written consent of ARC.  
 
6.02 Foundation Survey  
 
Prior to any vertical construction above the foundation level the Contractor shall provide 
a professionally prepared foundation survey with all setbacks indicated and foundation 
"as built" to ARC. If the Contractor begins any vertical construction above the foundation 
prior to submission of a foundation survey to ARC, the Contractor will automatically 
forfeit the $1,500 Compliance Fee Deposit. A Stop Work Order will be issued for that job 
site! The Contractor must submit another $1,500 Compliance Fee Deposit (to replace 
the original deposit) prior to restarting construction on that job site.  
 
6.03 Permitted Construction Hours  
 
Construction hours shall be defined as: 
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 7 AM to 7 PM, Monday through Friday  
 8 AM to 5 PM on Saturdays  
 
Use of heavy earthmoving equipment or noisy outside construction activity after 12:00 
noon on Saturdays is prohibited. No construction or related activity is permitted on 
Sundays or Holidays.  
 

Recognized Holidays Defined  
New Years Day Memorial Day July 4th 

Labor Day 
Thanksgiving 

Christmas 
 

6.04 Construction Site Maintenance  
 
All sites shall be maintained in a clean and orderly condition. Note: The Contractor to 
whom the access permit is issued is responsible for his own activities and those of 
all his subcontractors.  
 
6.04.1 Lot lines shall be marked off and all clearing debris removed before 
construction begins .  
 
6.04.2 All permits shall be properly displayed near the roadside.  
 
6.04.3 A builder's sign, no larger than 2ô x 3ô, may be posted when the Access 
Permit is granted and must be removed when the Certificate of Occupancy is issued. 
No Sub-contractor signs are permitted.  
 
6.04.4 Silt, sand or dirt that migrates to road surfaces from the site during 
construction shall be cleaned daily. Sedimentation / soil erosion shall not be allowed 
to occur.  
 
6.04.5 All Port-a-johns shall be sited well off roadways and near the construction 
space. Their doorways should not face streets or adjacent properties. They shall be 
promptly removed from the site when the Certificate of Completion is issued.  
 
6.04.6 All construction sites shall have a dumpster or equal solid bottom trash 
container to hold construction residue including lunch trash, bottles and cans. 
Plywood ñpensò are prohibited. The Contractor  
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is responsible for policing the site at the end of every workday.  
 
6.04.7 No open burning is permitted at any time. Burning and burying of debris is 
prohibited. Burn barrels that conform to NC rules and regulations are permitted during 
winter months.  
 
6.04.8 Construction personnel must give due consideration to adjoining property 
owners and residents when parking. Parking should be on the lot where the 
construction is taking place whenever possible. Temporary parking is permitted on 
rights of way. At ARCôs discretion, construction worker carpooling may be required.  
 
6.04.9 If a vehicle or trailer is left overnight, it shall be parked well off the roadway and 
must be removed when it is no longer required. Long-term parking (in excess of 72 
hours) is prohibited without ARC approval.  
 
6.04.10 Upon completion of construction all excess materials shall be removed or 
stored out of sight.  
 
6.04.11 No construction materials may be delivered to a construction site until all 
permits are issued and not earlier than two weeks prior to the start of construction. No 
construction materials may be stored on vacant lots or street rights-of-way. All 
materials will be kept orderly, neat, and contained. Materials must be secured so as 
not to blow around in the wind.  
 
6.04.12 Contractors shall be responsible for the repair of any damage to adjacent 
property occurring during construction including, but not limited to, such things as 
disturbed easements or rights-of-way on adjacent/across the street areas caused by 
vehicle parking, street, sidewalk/walkway or curb damage and live tree/vegetation 
damage. Repair of disturbed right of ways shall include the application of perennial 
grass seed of the same type as the surrounding grass.  
 
6.05 Construction Site Violations Failure to maintain sites as required may result in 
fines, see section 2.06 Enforcement and section 3.08 Deposits and Fees and 3.09 
Return of the Compliance Fee Deposit.  
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6.06 Construction Completion If construction is not complete within twelve months of 
commencement, fines may be levied.  
 
6.07 Certificate of Occupancy Upon completion of construction, a copy of the 
"Certificate of Occupancy" shall be provided by the Contractor or Applicant to ARC.  
 
6.08 Final Review, Certificate of Completion The Applicant shall notify ARC in writing 
upon completion and request a final review. All exterior construction, landscaping and 
final site work, including cleaning the lot of all construction material and debris, must be 
completed prior to ARC final review.  
 
A Certificate of Completion will not be issued until all outstanding fines have been paid 
and all work completed to the satisfaction of ARC.  
 
No one without express prior written consent from ARC may move personal property 
items to the house nor occupy the home until both the Certificate of Completion from 
ARC and a Certificate of Occupancy from Moore County have been received. Failure to 
comply with any aspects of this final inspection and occupancy provision may result in a 
fine of up to $100 per day to be paid by the owner, see 2.05K. If a Contractor permits 
occupancy of a house as the result of the receipt of a Certificate of Occupancy from the 
Code Enforcement Office of Moore County, and a Certificate of Completion has not 
been issued by ARC, no further permits for building in Seven Lakes West will be issued 
to that Contractor.  
 
The Owner of a house not sold or lived in must maintain the homeôs appearance and 
landscaping to the satisfaction of ARC.  
 
7.0 GENERAL DESIGN STANDARDS Applicants should select building sites and 
home plans so as not to construct repetitious designs in close proximity. Similar designs 
or design duplications are discouraged and subject to disapproval if they do not 
sufficiently vary with respect to exterior colors, materials, finished trim, and detailing. 
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7.01 Dwelling Size/Minimum Standards  
 
All residences shall conform to the following standards:  
 

7.01.1 Heated square footage per applicable subdivision Declaration.  
 
7.01.2 Enclosed garage with a 2-car minimum (avoid front entry garages where 
practical). Carports are not allowed.  
 
7.01.3 Electrical garage door openers are required.  
 
7.01.4 Driveways: The measurement from the property line to the edge of the 
foundation at the garage doors should be a minimum of 25 feet. The landscape 
plan should provide a seamless grading transition between new turnarounds and 
driveways and adjacent property.  
 
7.01.5 Side Yard Setbacks: Side yard setbacks shall be measured from the side lot 
line to the foundation wall line and shall be a minimum of twelve and one half feet 
(12 ½). Soffits or other overhangs may not extend more than sixteen (16) inches 
beyond the foundation wall line.  

 
7.02 Exterior Elevations  
 
Exterior elevations will be reviewed for architectural design/materials and aesthetic 
appearance with respect to the overall dwelling and its relationship to other 
neighborhood homes. The Maximum Dwelling Height shall be 35 feet (see page 6 
Definitions). Chimneys, cupolas, etc. are exempt.  
 
Applicants are strongly discouraged from submitting plans addressing only frontal 
surface treatments. (24 inch minimum returns are encouraged when using brick, stucco, 
or stone fronts.)  
 
Approval of exterior design will be based upon overall design themes and consider:  
 
 A. Mass and scale;  
 B. Materials, textures, colors, and finishes;  

 C. Continuity between primary design elements and secondary surface 
treatments;  

 D. Vertical and horizontal lines, roof pitches, etc.;  
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    E. Foundations shall be faced with brick, siding, or stucco. Painting is not 
        allowed.  
 F. Vinyl siding, if used, shall be of premium quality.  
 
The ARC may disapprove any proposed new construction or changes to existing homes 
for purely aesthetic reasons if, in its judgment, such action is required to maintain the 
architectural standards of the community. ARC decisions are final and non-appealable.  
 
7.03 Exterior Materials  
 
Exterior colors or materials, that with respect to the community, would be inharmonious, 
discordant, or incongruous shall not be permitted. Each applicant must submit, as part 
of the Final Architectural Review, a color board showing the color of the roof, exterior 
walls, shutters, trims, etc.  
 
7.04 Roof Pitch/Roofing Materials/Solar Water Heaters  
 
A minimum of 8/12 pitch is the preferred standard for the main house. Lower pitch roofs 
will be evaluated in context with the total design of the residence. Flat roofs are not 
indigenous to this area and will not be approved. Gutters and downspouts including 
drain lines are recommended on all construction.  
 
All vents, vent covers, flashings, and metal chimney caps shall be painted to match the 
approved roof colors. Roof stacks and plumbing vents shall be placed on rear slopes of 
the roof.  
 
All roof mounted solar roof water heating panels and solar electrical panels must have 
prior written approval from ARC. 
 
 7.05 Outdoor Living Areas and Screened Enclosures  
 
The location, materials, colors and other features of outdoor living areas, Including, but 
not limited to porches, pergolas, decks, patios, and terraces, will be reviewed by ARC. 
Screened enclosure materials and colors must be submitted for approval. No screened 
enclosure, patio or deck shall be located outside the approved building envelope. 
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7.06 Fences 
All fences must have prior written approval from ARC. Applications for construction and 
installation of a fence must state the reason for the fence, show that the desired fence is 
harmonious with its surroundings and adjacent properties and must blend in with the 
overall design of the residence.  
 
All fence applications must be accompanied by:  
 

A. A landscaping plan showing location and type of plantings to aesthetically screen 
the fence. 
 B. Evidence of notice to all adjacent property owners of the Applicant's intent to 
install fencing. 
 C. Chain link fences, stockade fences, and similar types of fencing are prohibited. 
Fences in excess of four (4) feet high are prohibited. Wrought iron and aluminum are 
the recommended materials. Other materials and designs will be considered. Fences 
shall be of dark green, brown, black, or naturally weathered color. Split rail fences 
using plastic coated wire screening for pet containment will be considered on an 
individual basis. (Note: For lots that border Seven Lakes West community 
boundaries, boundary line fences may be allowed which provide more privacy and 
security than that which would be allowed elsewhere in the community.)  
D. Attempts to establish property lines by the use of fencing are not allowed. Fences 
are not allowed in front of the rear building walls. Every effort must be made to retain 
the open space character of the community. 

 
 7.07 Awnings and Shutters  
 
Awnings, canopies, and shutters shall not be affixed to the exterior of a residence 
without prior approval of ARC.  
 
7.08 Under Deck Screening  
 
Areas beneath decks shall be shielded from public view.  
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7.09 Garages/Driveway 
 
 A. Side or rear load garages are preferred.  

 B. No street side parking areas may be created by extending any portion of street 
pavement on to the road setbacks.  

 C. Driveways should curve along the contours of the land. Sharp turns are to be 
avoided if possible.  

 D. Driveways must be constructed using materials that will prevent soil erosion 
and sedimentation run off into roadways and waterways and also must not 
washout themselves. The apron should slope 10ô toward the property line where 
practical to accommodate pedestrian use. Concrete, asphalt, brick, or 
combination oil/stone driveways are recommended.  

 
Note: The Declarations state in part: "Declarant reserves a 15 foot easement along all 
road rights of way".., which is further amplified in Chapter V, Section IV, (A) of Seven 
Lakes West Rules and Regulations stating in part; ..."The area of any lot effected by an 
easement shall be maintained continuously by the owner of such lot, but no structure, 
plantings or other material, shall be placed or permitted to remain thereon which may 
damage or interfere with the use of said easement"... Therefore any lot owner's 
installation of an asphalt, concrete, or other permanent driveway material across an 
easement should consider the ease of repair. If the Association requires access to the 
easement, any damage to construction within the easement shall be the responsibility of 
the lot owner. The same holds true for the section of the streetôs right of way which the 

lot owner covers with driveway material to connect to the pavement. Any utility work 

should be encouraged to bore under driveways.  
 
7.10 Accessory Structures/ Utilities/Service Areas  
 

7.10.1 Accessory structures including but not limited to playhouses, doghouses, dog 
runs, and sheds shall not be permitted without written approval from ARC.  
 
7.10.2 All playground equipment and its placement must be pre-approved by ARC.  
 
7.10.3 No decorative objects such as sculptures, birdbaths, fountains, nameplates, 
and the like (i.e. yard art) shall be placed or installed without approval of ARC.  
 
7.10.4 Outside antennas are not permitted without prior written 
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approval from ARC. Satellite dishes, 18" or less, appropriately screened from roads, 
lake views and fairways, must be approved by ARC as to location and screening.  
 
7.10.5 Permanent flagpoles shall be permitted, subject to ARC approval of placement, 
size, color, finish, and design.  
 
7.10.6 Permanently installed clotheslines are not permitted.  
 
7.10.7 All garbage containers, AC compressors, etc. shall not be visible from streets, 
fairways, lakes or ponds or adjoining properties where practical. If such appliances are 
visible, then appropriate height, depth, and width plantings shall be installed to screen 
these objects from common view. 
 
 7.10.8 Propane tanks: All fuel tanks must be buried.  
 
7.10.9 Applicants shall be responsible for all utility services from the point of utility 
company connections underground to the Applicant's home. All utilities shall be 
underground except temporary electrical service for homes under construction. Meters, 
transformers, and other utility service equipment shall be shielded by landscaping 
approved by ARC.  
 
7.10.10 Tennis courts are not permitted on any lot smaller than 2 acres. Basketball 
goals may be approved so long as they are mounted on a pole and not attached to any 
roof or other building structure. Basketball goals must be on the homeowner's property 
and not in any common areas.  
 
7.10.11 Rain barrels facing roads, lakes, ponds and the golf course shall be 
aesthetically screened.  
 
7.11 Bulkheads/Docks  

 A. Bulkheads must be approved by the County and the County Permit must be 
submitted to ARC prior to commencement of construction.  

 B. Bulkheads shall be included in the site plans in order to ensure that they are 
physically and aesthetically compatible with neighboring bulkheads.  
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 C. Dock(s) must be ARC approved on an individual basis and may not exceed an 
aggregate of 360 horizontal square feet in dimensions nor extend more than 20 
feet from the shoreline. Docks or bulkheads may only be installed during the 
period from October 1st through March 1st.  

 D. The renovation or repair of a bulkhead or dock must also be approved on an 
individual basis and must be accomplished in accordance with County and 
DENR Rules and Regulations.  

 E. Dredging without prior express written approval of ARC is prohibited.  
 F. Construction of bulkheads and/or docks will only be approved by ARC after 

written notification of the project has been delivered to adjoining property owners.  
 
7.12 Private Swimming Pools  
 
ARC will review swimming pool applications on an individual basis and will consider lot 
size, professional design, layout, location, and landscape screening. Approval of a 
swimming pool request conveys no liability to the Association or the Developer and 
cannot be construed to imply that either expresses any opinion with respect to safety. 
The applicant recognizes that a private swimming pool carries significant liability and 
that the Applicant exclusively bears all risks incurred.  
 
 
Safety fencing must be included with all swimming pools. The fencing must meet North 
Carolina and Moore County standards.  
 
All North Carolina and Moore County rules and regulations must be followed and a final 
Moore County inspection must be performed prior to the pool being filled and used. 
Under no circumstances may the pool be filled with water prior to the installation of 
appropriate safety fencing. (Note: Any Compliance Fee Deposit shall be forfeited if any 
water is introduced into the pool prior to the completion of appropriate, approved 
safety/security fencing.)  
 
7.13 Banners and Signs No banners or signs of any type, including Political Signs may 
be displayed within SLW without the written approval of the ARC, see section 6.04 Site 
Construction Maintenance for posting regulations.

RULES AND REGULATIONS

CHAPTER ONE 

DEFINITIONS  
 

 

The following terms used in the Rules and Regulations are defined as follows: 
 

1.1 Architectural Review Committee (ARC) means the group authorized by the Declarations of 

Restrictive Covenants to enforce covenants, these Rules and Regulations and ARC Standards for 

Design and Construction as they pertain to construction or property improvements. ARC 

members shall  be appointed by the ARC Director with the advice and consent of the Board of 

Directors. ARC members so appointed shall  be ratified or rejected by vote of the membership at 

the Annual Meeting each ensuing year. 
 

1.2 Association means the Seven Lakes West Landowners Association, a North Carolina 

nonprofit corporation, its successors and assigns. The formal legal name of the Association is as 

follows: Seven Lakes West Landowners Association, Inc. 
 

1.3  Board means the Board of Directors of the Seven Lakes West Landowners Association. 

 
1.4 Common Property/Common Areas means all real property, together with all  personal 

property used in conjunction therewith leased or owned by the Seven Lakes West Landowners 

Association for the common use and enjoyment of members. Common property includes but is 

parks, nature or walking trails, mail house(s) and surrounding parkway(s), boat launch and 

storage areas, roads, streets, dams, lakes, and ponds. 
 

1.5 Community Center means the main building located at 556 Longleaf Drive. The lower level 

houses SLWLA administrative offices and meeting rooms and the upper level houses a large all- 

purpose room and a catering kitchen. 
 

1.6 Covenants means the various Declarations of Restrictive Covenants, to which the 

Association's members, the different subdivisions of the Seven Lakes West Community and use 

not limited to community facilities, recreation areas and buildings, clubhouses, swimming 

pools,  
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of the respective lots therein are all  bound. They are composed of the (original) Seven Lakes 

West Covenants, and the later covenants for Beacon Ridge, Beacon Ridge Lakeview Homes, 

Pinnacle, and Morganwood. Minor variations of these covenants were established for Carriage 

Park Addition to Beacon Ridge, Commons of Beacon Ridge, Carriage Park (Section 3), First 

Fairway, Pine Knoll, and Colton's Corner. More may be added over time via annexation and the 

covenants may be amended from time to time as well  in accordance with their respective terms 

and conditions. The Declarations and their current amendments are recorded in the Register of 

Deeds of Moore County, NC and should be consulted for content as well  as for future 

additions/changes. 
 

1.7 Developer means Lakeside Development Company LLC, its successors and assigns. 
 
1.8 Improvement means all  buildings, outbuildings, swimming pools, streets, roads, driveways, 

parking areas, fences, retaining and other walls, hedges, landscaping, piers, marinas, signs, 

lighting, gates, gate houses, mail houses, poles, antennae, and any other structure of any kind. 
 

1.9 Manager means the person employed by or an independent contractor of Association Board 

of Directors to oversee operations of the community, whose office is at the West Side Park 

Community Center, 556 Longleaf Drive. (The current Community Manager is employed by 

CAS, Inc. and works for Association pursuant to an independent contractual arrangement.) 
 

1.10 Member means a deed holder of a residential lot located within Seven Lakes West and/or 

the confines of an area that has joined with and/or merged with the Seven Lakes West 

Landowners Association by Covenant or by merger or via annexation. Association voting rights 

for Members are defined in Article III, Section 6 of the SLWLA By-Laws. From time to time 

herein the term ñLot owner(s)ò is also used and it is synonymous with ñMemberò. 
 

1.11 Personal Vehicle means a vehicle registered by the Association to a Seven Lakes West 

Member or Renter. 
 
1.12 Renter means a person who has the right to occupy a residence on the basis of a written 

lease for a term more than thirty (30) days. Persons to whom an owner extends use of his/her 

residence for a period less than thirty days are considered guests. 
 

1.13 Security means personnel authorized to enforce Board directives regarding access to Seven 

Lakes West. They also serve as a link with emergency and law enforcement services. 
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1.14 Seven Lakes means the communities of Seven Lakes West, North and South but these rules 

and regulations only apply within Seven Lakes West. The Board has entered into a reciprocity 

agreement with the Seven Lakes Landowners Association (Seven Lakes North & South) and 

such agreement should be consulted for specifics concerning reciprocal rights. 
 

1.15 Seven Lakes West means the total area of our community accessible from the Main 

Entrance gate on the west side of Hwy. 211 and from the north side of Route 73 and through its 

back ("East") gate but as more specifi cally defined by our territory maps available at the West 

Side Park Community Center office. 
 

1.16 West Side Park means all of the woodland and recreational space at 556 Longleaf owned by 

SLWLA, including the pool, cabana, playground, tennis courts, picnic areas, basketball courts 

and all  other recreation areas on that site. 
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CHAPTER TWO  
 

SEVEN LA KES WEST ACCESS, ENTRY AND EGRESS 
 

 

2.1  Access:  Access to Seven Lakes West is limited to homeowners and lot owners, guests, 

renters, residents of Seven Lakes North and South pursuant to a reciprocity agreement which 

specifies the extent of such, contractors and service people, the Developer, and golfers going to 

Beacon Ridge Country Club on Longleaf Drive. Outside vendors, contractors, suppliers, visitors, 

or others causing damage shall be denied entrance until costs of repair or replacement have been 

paid in full, or until the Board has approved a payment schedule. 
 

2.2  Gates: There are two gates to enter and exit Seven Lakes West. The Hwy 211, or Main 

Gate, is manned by Security. The East gate (also called the back gate) is unmanned; entry 

through it is possible only with an entry device, which is explained in Section 2.3.1 below. 
 

2.2.1 For security purposes all  entry and exit at both gates is electronically monitored 24 

hours a day. 
 

2.2.2 Any damage to a gate or gate area will be the responsibility of the person causing 

the damage. An additional fine may also be imposed in the event a gate is damaged. 
 

2.2.3 The exit gates are activated by vehicles pulling up to the arm. Vehicles without an 

entry device can use the East gate for exit but not entry to Seven Lakes West. 
 

2.2.4 Trailers of any kind shall  not enter through the East (Back) Gate. 
 

2.2.5 No vendors may use the East Gate; all  vendors must obtain a hang tag and enter at 

the main gate. 
 

2.3  Entry: 
 

2.3.1 Homeowners, lot owners, and renters have two methods of entry for personal 

vehicles.  As of May 1, 2010 homeowners shall  use entry devices (bar codes) for personal 

vehicles and decals will  no longer be mandatory or recognized for entry. Vehicles with bar 

codes shall use the outer lane at the main entrance and receive priority entry, provided the 

bar code has not been deactivated for some reason.  The inner lane closest to the Gate House 

is for non-member (guest/vendor/rental car/etc.) use to allow security to ensure that guests 

and vendors have been invited and that someone is home and expecting them.  Decal: Until 

May 1, 2010, it is mandatory for homeowners, lot owners, and renters to place a current 

2.3.1 revised   1/12/2010 
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Seven Lakes West decal in the lower left corner of the windshield.  The main entrance gate 

may be opened when the decal is visible to the gate guard.  These decals are issued through 

the SLWLA offi ce in the Community Center during regular weekday business hours. Entry 

Device (Bar Code): Homeowners, lot owners, and renters shall be issued up to three (3) 

entry devices (bar codes) for their own personal vehicles (one for each personal vehicle 

garaged in Seven Lakes West) for a fee as set by the annual fee schedule per bar code. This 

bar code is good as long as the current owner has the vehicle in his/her name and is not 

transferable to another vehicle. Such entry devices shall be affixed by the Community 

Manager or his/her designee. As of May 1, 2010, such entry devices must be used for access 

to Seven Lakes West by such vehicles. The Community Manager may, in his/her discretion, 

issue entry devices beyond three (3) such vehicles or for vehicles that do not fall  into the 

above category at the fee as set by the annual fee schedule.  The Community Manager may 

request the approval of the Board in instances where a request does not meet his/her standard 

operating procedures. 
 

2.3.2 Guests may enter only through the Main Gate. The adult home/lot owner or renter 

(not children) must call  the Main Gate (673-3120) to arrange guest entry. Guests will  be 

issued a departure date hangtag, to be hung on the rear view mirror. 
 

2.3.3 Residents of Seven Lakes North and South may enter the left lane of the Main Gate 

if a current Seven Lakes Landowners Association sticker is displayed in the lower left 

corner of the windshield. 
 

2.3.4 Contractors are issued passes for different periods of time, depending on the type 

of contractor. Owners/renters should call  the Main Gate to authorize entry for service people 

coming to their home. 
 

2.3.5 Individuals going to Beacon Ridge Country Club may receive same day passes at 

the Main Gate but only to travel back and forth on Lakeway and Longleaf Drives to and 

from the said club. 
 

2.4  Utility and emergency vehicle entry: Some vehicles may be admitted without passes, e.g. 

police vehicles, emergency vehicles; telephone, propane gas, electric, septic treatment, parcel 

delivery companies, etc. 
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CHAPTER THREE  
 

USE OF THE ROADS 
 

 
 

The motor vehicle laws of the State of North Carolina and the County of Moore shall apply to all 

roads within Seven Lakes West, and shall  be enforced by either the Security/Compliance Officer 

or the Moore County Sheriff's Department or the North Carolina State Police, with the following 

Association specific rules and regulations: 
 

3.1  Risk, injuries, damage, accidents: 
 

3.1.1 All persons using the roads within Seven Lakes West do so at their own risk and 

are subject to the rules, regulations and laws published by the State, the County and the 

Association for violations thereof.  The Association will not be responsible for delays, 

breakdowns, or damage to personal property or personal injury or death occurring on said 

roads or other common areas. 
 

3.1.2 In the event of any vehicle accident, the Main Gate (910-673-3120) shall  be 

notified immediately. Depending on the severity of the matter, "911" may also be utilized. 

Drivers in an accident should also follow NC law with respect to notifying appropriate 

authorities. 
 

3.2  Pedestrians and cyclists using the roads: 
 

3.2.1 For safety reasons, walkers, runners, joggers, or any pedestrians using any roads in 

Seven Lakes West are strongly encouraged to proceed facing motor vehicle traffic and to 

move to the side of the road when a vehicle approaches. People pushing baby carriages, 

children riding bicycles and tricycles, and beginning adult bikers are encouraged to avoid 

Longleaf and instead use side roads. 
 

3.2.2 Bicycle riders should ride in the same direction as vehicular traffic and should ride 

in the approximate position where the right tire track of that lane is located. 
 

3.2.3 Walkers, runners, joggers, or any pedestrians and bicyclists should be given the 

right of way by vehicular traffic. Vehicle operators shall be alert for such persons and shall 

not pass them in unsafe areas (hills, blind areas, intersections, et cetera), and shall  not 

otherwise impede such persons. 
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3.3  Rules of the Road: 
 

3.3.1 The maximum speed on the roads within Seven Lakes West, unless otherwise 

posted, shall  not exceed twenty-five (25) miles per hour on all  roads except Longleaf and on 

Longleaf, the speed limit, unless otherwise posted, shall not exceed thirty-five (35) miles per 

hour. 
 

3.3.2 All vehicles shall  be careful to remain on the right side of the road. Any vehicle 

being operated in excess of the limits noted in 3.3.1 (including lower speeds posted in case 

of dangerous intersections and for other reasons) or being operated on the wrong side of the 

road or passing another vehicle in an unsafe manner may be considered to be operated in a 

reckless manner. 
 

3.3.3 Driving under the influence of drugs or alcohol is strictly prohibited and shall  be 

enforced in accordance with the laws of North Carolina. 
 

3.3.4 Vehicle operators and their passengers shall  otherwise obey applicable rules and 

regulations of the Association, ordinances of the County of Moore and laws of the State of 

North Carolina. 
 

3.4  Parking: 
 

3.4.1 No vehicle may be parked on the pavement of any road or right of way except for 

temporary loading and/or unloading (and except as stated in subsection 3.4.2 below) in 

which event appropriate safety measures (including cones, et cetera) will be duly utilized by 

the driver. 
 

3.4.2 Temporary parking for guests and emergency parking due to weather conditions 

will  be permitted, provided that any parked vehicle is completely off  the paved road surface. 

Those who are entertaining a group where parking could impede or prevent normal traffic 

should notify the Main Gate (910-673-3120) in advance. 
 

3.4.3 No vehicles may be parked in the public recreation areas, other than designated 

parking spaces. 
 

3.4.4 Please see Section 5.6 of these Rules & Regulations pertaining to parking vehicles 

on private lots and residences. 
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3.5  Regulated Vehicles: 
 

3.5.1 Operation of all  terrain vehicles, go-carts, pocket bikes, recreational motorized 

scooters, dirt bikes and similar vehicles is prohibited within Seven Lakes West. 
 

3.5.2 Motorcycles shall  be licensed and equipped with the most recently approved noise 

control devices and shall  be operated in accordance with this Section 3. 
 

3.5.3 Mopeds and bicycles shall  be equipped with the most recently approved safety 

devices and they shall  maintain a reasonable pace, drive in the right track of the right lane 

with the flow of traffic, and operate in a safe manner at all times. 
 

3.5.4 Golf carts may be utilized on the roads but they may only be driven by licensed 

drivers who are 16 years of age or older.  Golf carts should keep to the far right side of the 

right lane and should allow motor vehicles to pass where appropriate. Drivers of golf carts 

must obey the rules of the road just like any other vehicle using the roads. Golf carts may 

not be driven before dawn or after dusk on the roads of Seven Lakes West. Drivers shall 

have appropriate insurance before driving golf carts on the roads. 
 

3.6  Weight of Vehicles: When certain commercial and/or utility vehicles are determined by the 

Board from time to time, in its reasonable discretion, to be detrimental to the roads of Seven 

Lakes West, a listing of such shall  be posted at the Main Gate and Security shall enforce rules 

and regulations promulgated by the Board concerning such vehicles. The Board may, in its 

reasonable discretion, either require a permit be purchased to allow access of such vehicles or a 

per trip basis or ban such vehicles altogether. 
 

3.7  Dam Crossing: The dam has been closed to car and truck traffic Any change to this status 

will  be duly published to the community along with terms and conditions of access, if any. 
 

3.8  Gate Running and East (NC 73) Gate Access: It shall  be a violation of Association rules to 

gain access to the roads of Seven Lakes West by driving through an open gate opened by the 

vehicle in front of you. It shall also be a violation of Association rules for a non-registered 

vehicle ( a vehicle without an affixed Seven Lakes West windshield sticker properly obtained 

from the WSPCC Office for that particular vehicle) to gain access to the roads of Seven Lakes 

West by entering through the East (NC 73) Gate. 
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3.9  Enforcement: 
 

3.9.1 Violations of Chapter 3 shall  be enforced by either a Security/Compliance Officer 

of the Association, an Officer of the Moore County Sheriff 's Department or the NC State 

Highway Patrol. 
 

3.9.2 Radar may be used to determine whether or not speed limits are being observed. 

Radar instrument(s) shall undergo annual calibration and accuracy tests in accordance with 

statutory law.  Radar operator(s) shall  be trained in the operation of the instrument. 
 

3.9.3 Chapter 3 shall  apply to all those using the roads of Seven Lakes West including 

Members of the Association, their immediate family members, guests of same and Renters 

of same as well  as to those who have gained access to the roads of Seven Lakes West, 

whether for the purpose of making deliveries and/or performing work (e.g. construction, 

services, repairs, landscaping, maintenance, et cetera) or playing or otherwise. 
 

3.9.4 The Association, by and through its Board of Directors, shall  have the right to 

Create and publish, from time to time, a listing of violations of provisions of Chapter 3 and 

to create and publish, from time to time, the corresponding fine for each such violation. 
 

3.9.5 The Association shall  have the right to impose a fine for a violation of Chapter 3 on 

a Member for his or her actions or for those of his or her immediate family or guest(s), or 

Renter(s). If an alleged violator is a Member or someone for whom he or she is responsible, 

as aforesaid, and the Member wishes to contest a fine he or she may do so by applying to the 

Judicial Panel for a hearing.  The Judicial Panel shall  conduct a fair hearing, afford 

reasonable due process under the circumstances, deliberate and render an impartial and 

considered decision which shall  be final.  If an alleged violator is a Member of Seven Lakes 

West or someone for whom he or she is responsible hereunder, and the Member refuses to 

either pay the assessed fine or abide by the decision of the Judicial Panel the Association 

shall have the right to proceed to collect the fine and/or impose a lien on the property of the 

Member in accordance with its Covenants, Rules & Regulations and By-Laws so long as it 

also follows the NC Planned Community Act. If the alleged violator has gained access to the 

roads of Seven Lakes West to deliver goods, perform services, or otherwise work or play 

within Seven Lakes West and such violator refuses to pay an assessed fine or abide by the 

decision of the Judicial Panel (such violator shall  also have access to the Judicial Panel if he 

or she so chooses and shall  likewise have a fair hearing as aforesaid) such violator may be 

denied access to Seven Lakes West until  such time as the fine and/or Judicial Panel decision 

has been duly satisfied. 
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CHAPTER FOUR 
 

COMM UNITY-WIDE REGULATIONS  AND PROCEDURES 
 

 

The rules in this chapter apply to all private and all common property in Seven Lakes West. 
 
4.1  Prohibited activities and activities requiring prior Board approval: 

 
4.1.1 No offensive trade or activity shall be permitted within Seven Lakes West nor shall 

anything be done which may be or become an annoyance or a nuisance to the neighborhood. 
 

4.1.2 Loud noise(s) and/or music, regardless of source, are not allowed to cause 

unreasonable disturbances to others. Loud noises are strictly prohibited after 11:00 pm. 

Anyone creating loud noises prior to such time shall  be warned by the Association.  Should 

loud noises continue after warning a fine may be imposed. Should loud noises persist after 

11:00 pm or after warning if before then, the Association shall  notif y the Moore County 

Sheriff's Office for further handling. 
 

4.1.3 Littering of any area within Seven Lakes West is prohibited. 
 

4.1.4 Outdoor fires are prohibited unless authorized by the proper authorities (i.e. local 

fi re department or other governmental agency).  This does not apply to properly attended 

grills on private property and in park or recreation areas designated for that purpose. 

Chimineas are qualifiedly permitted on an individual assumption of risk basis so long as 

their usage is in strict compliance with applicable laws. 
 

4.1.5 Kil ling or trapping wild or domestic animals and birds (other than rats, mice, 

poisonous snakes, and other destructive pests) within Seven Lakes West is prohibited, 

except as authorized by the Board or its designee.  It is the policy of the Board to manage 

the wildlife of Seven Lakes West as it relates to and affects the common areas within the 

community, or if it threatens the community as a whole. It is the responsibility of individual 

property owners to handle wildlife problems pertaining to their own property within the laws 

of North Carolina, and including these Rules and Regulations of Seven Lakes West. 
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4.1.6 Discharging any fi rearm or projectile firing mechanism within Seven Lakes West is 

prohibited, except by authorized personnel.  The use of air guns is limited to an adult lot 

owner and is allowed only within the boundaries of a lot owned by that person.  Firecrackers 

and fireworks are not permitted to be used/displayed within Seven Lakes West at any time, 

except with the prior written approval of the Community Manager with the advice and 

consent of the Board. 
 

4.1.7 Unauthorized access to individual or association property is trespassing and is 

prohibited. 
 

4.1.8 Commercial door to door solicitation within Seven Lakes West is prohibited. 
 

4.1.9 Religious and Charitable door to door solicitation may occur within the guidelines 

established by the Community Manager. 
 

4.1.10. Official SLWLA Board committees or representatives wishing to solicit support or 

obtain feedback by mail, email, telephone or other means, including door to door 

solicitation, must have prior Board approval and follow written guidelines established by the 

Community Manager 
 

4.1.11 The Community Manager shall  enforce policies regarding use of Association 

common property for solicitation purposes and no such solicitation shall  occur without the 

prior written approval of the Community Manager in his/her reasonable discretion 
 

4.2 Reporting procedures: 
 

4.2.1 Situations requiring immediate medical attention should be reported to 911, 
 

4.2.2 Any suspicious or unusual event should be reported immediately to the Sheriff's 

Department, 911 and/or the Community Manager, 673-5314 as circumstances dictate. This 

includes suspicious individuals, suspected crimes, and traffic accidents. Storm damage 

and/or washouts, fallen limbs/tress on the roads should be reported to the Manager (673- 

5314) or to the Main Gate. (673-3120). 
 

4.2.3 Reports of violations of the Covenants or Rules and Regulations are to be made to 

the Community Manager of Seven Lakes West.  (See By-Laws, Article X, Section 5 for a 

complete description of the process.) 
 

4.2.4 Suggestions or complaints involving employees; policies; or the operation of any 

facility, amenity, or activity of the Association should be made in writing to the Community 
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Manager or and/or a member of the Board.  Under no circumstances should the conduct of 

any employee be the subject of personal reprimand by any member, renter, or guest -- please 

report offending conduct to the Community Manager or his/her designee. 
 

4.3 SLWLA Neighborhood Watch & Roving Patrol 
 

4.3.1 Those specifi cally named and approved by the Board may serve on the 

Neighborhood Watch. 

 
4.3.2 Members of the Neighborhood Watch that are approved drivers of the truck, herein 

termed "user" may use it to drive the streets of Seven Lakes West for the following purposes: 

 
a)  Observe and report crime to the Sheriff. 

b)  Observe and report suspicious activity to the Sheriff. 

c)   Observe and report unsafe conditions to the Sherif f. 

d)  Observe traffic and report to the Sheriff  as required. 

e)  Observe gates and access points (primary, emergency, and unapproved) and report to 

the Sheriff  as appropriate. 

f) Observe common areas where people congregate such as Johnson Point, WSPCC, 

playgrounds, pool, tennis courts, et cetera and report improper activities to the 

Sheriff as appropriate. 

g)  Observe remote areas known to attract people who may be conducting illegal activity 

(under-age drinking, etc.)  and report to the Sheriff  as appropriate. 

h)  Under no circumstances is the truck to be used for any non-official purpose or 

purpose not listed above. 

i) The truck is for use inside the gates of Seven Lakes West.  The Community Manager 

is responsible for its maintenance and upkeep. 

j) The Community Manager may grant permission to a user to take the vehicle outside 

the gates of Seven Lakes West for specific purposes such as refueling or purchasing 

supplies. 
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CHAPTER FIVE  
 

 PRIVATE PROPERTY 
 

 
 

5.1  Uses of private property: No part of any lot or single-family dwelling shall be used for 

purposes other than residential housing. A dwelling unit may be used in part as the owner's office 

or studio provided that the activities conducted therein do not interfere with the quiet enjoyment 

or comfort of any other owners. Office or studio use shall only be conducted by the residents and 

not by employees or independent contractors of the resident. 
 

5.2  Maintenance: Each owner shall  be responsible for the maintenance of his/her lot and 

easements, as well  as any improvements thereon such as dwellings, driveways, decks, 

playgrounds, bulkheads, docks and other exterior elements. 
 

5.2.1 Maintenance includes, but is not limited to, in the reasonable discretion of the 

Community Manager, proper mowing of lawns and control of weeds, control of erosion, 

removal of any trash or debris, dead or fallen trees, limbs, or other unsightly objects 

regardless of their source. Any tree or tree limb in danger of falling on a public road or 

neighboring property must be removed by the owner. 
 

5.2.2 Any bulkhead must be backfilled to a level that will  avoid having standing water 

behind it. 
 

5.2.3 Areas of any lot affected by a utility easement shall be maintained continuously by 

the owner of the lot. (For specific easements, see Restrictive Covenants for each 

subdivision.) No structure, plantings, or other material shall be placed or permitted to remain 

or other activities undertaken thereon which may damage or interfere with the use of said 

easement for the purposes set forth in the Covenants. Should an owner place plantings, a 

walkway, driveway, or any other permanent feature on an easement and the developer, 

SLWLA, or a utility company need access to that area, such feature shall  be removed at the 

owner's expense. 
 

5.3  Mandatory Septic Management Program 
 

All  septic systems in Seven Lakes West that are located on or service lots that drain into the Lake 

Auman watershed (see affected lots listed on Exhibit A, attached) are required, in order to avoid 

potentially harming the water quality of Lake Auman, to have periodic inspection and pumping 

by a Board approved inspection service and owners of all  such lots are required to file written 
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verification with Seven Lake West Landowners Association (SLWLA) that their respective 

septic systems have been duly inspected and pumped on a timely periodic basis as certifi ed by a 

Board approved inspection service; all as specifi ed herein below. 
 

5.3.1 New home construction: Septic system inspection for new construction on lots 

listed on Exhibit A is required in the third year of the system's use. Thus, for example, a 

house first occupied in 2009 would need to have its initial septic inspection in 2012 and the 

owner would then need to file with SLWLA, within thirty (30) days of such inspection, 

written verification from a Board approved inspection service certifying that the system has 

been inspected and pumped (to the extent pumping is deemed appropriate by the said 

service) and is otherwise in compliance with all applicable Federal, State and County laws, 

rules and regulations. SLWLA will thereafter periodically notify such owner that another 

inspection and pumping must transpire the sooner of the interval recommended by the Board 

approved inspection service or every five years if no interval is recommended by the Board 

approved inspection service. If an interval longer than five years is recommended, the 

Community Manager may approve of such in his or her reasonable discretion after 

consulting with the Board approved inspection service. The owner will  then, after the 

periodic servicing has transpired, need to file with SLWLA, within thirty (30) days of such 

inspection, written verification from a Board approved inspection service certifying that the 

system has been inspected and pumped (as required) and is otherwise in compliance with all 

applicable Federal, State and County laws, rules and regulations. 
 

5.3.2 (a) Existing homes on lots listed on Exhibit A:  Those affected septic systems that 

have been pumped within three years of December 1st, 2009 are required to provide written 

verification of that fact to SLWLA establishing the date the system was last pumped and 

establishing when the system is scheduled for its next inspection and/or pumping by a Board 

approved inspection service. SLWLA will thereafter periodically notify such owner that 

another inspection and pumping must transpire the sooner of the interval recommended by 

the Board approved inspection service or every five years (from the last pumping) if no 

interval is recommended. If an interval longer than five years is recommended, the 

Community Manager may approve of such in his or her reasonable discretion after 

consulting with the Board approved inspection service. The owner will  then, after the 

periodic servicing has transpired, need to file with SLWLA, within (30) days of such 

inspection, written verification from a Board approved inspection service, certifying that the 

system has been inspected and pumped (to the extent pumping is deemed appropriate by the 

said service) and is otherwise in compliance with all  applicable Federal, State and County 

laws, rules and regulations. 
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(b) Those affected septic systems servicing existing houses that cannot verify that they have 

been pumped within the preceding three years (from December1st, 2009) will  need to have 

their system inspected and pumped (to the extent pumping is deemed appropriate by the 

said service) by a Board approved inspection service on or before November 30th, 2010 

and those owners will  need to file verification of such with SLWLA within thirty (30) days 

of such inspection. Thereafter SLWLA shall periodically send a written notice to the owner 

requiring that inspection and pumping must transpire the sooner of the interval 

recommended by the Board approved inspection service or every five years (from the last 

pumping) if no interval is recommended.  If an interval longer than five years is 

recommended, the Community Manager may approve of such in his or her reasonable 

discretion after consulting with the Board approved inspection service.  The owner will 

then, after the periodic servicing has transpired, need to file with SLWLA, within (30) days 

of such inspection, written verification from a Board approved inspection service certifying 

that the system has been inspected and pumped (to the extent pumping is deemed 

appropriate by the said service) and is otherwise in compliance with all applicable Federal, 

State and County laws, rules and regulations. 
 

5.3.3 Any owner that does not timely file the written verifications required above will  be 

subject to prosecution by the Community Advocate before the Judicial Panel in accordance 

with Chapter 8 of these Rules and Regulations as well  Article X of the SLWLA By-Laws. 

Such owner may be fined up to $100/per day for every day the violation continues in 

accordance with the North Carolina Planned Community Act and such fines may be 

secured by a lien on the owner's property in Seven Lakes West. SLWLA also reserves the 

right to notify Moore County that the owner is not in compliance with the SLWLA 

Mandatory Septic Management Program. 
 

5.3.4 Whenever SLWLA is required to notify an owner of the duty to file a written 

verification, as aforesaid, SLWLA shall, in the case of a new owner purchasing a house 

from an existing owner in the meantime, send the notification to the new owner and the 

new owner shall  be responsible for the same periodic inspection and pumping as scheduled 

for the prior owner as if the new owner had been the owner all  along. 
 

5.3.5 Owners of lots that do not drain into the Lake Auman watershed are also 

encouraged to participate in this program. SLWLA will  provide inspection forms and send 

reminders for follow-up inspections and pumping to these homeowners upon their written 

request. 
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5.3.6 Selection of a Board approved inspector (please call  the Community Manager to 

see if  your choice is on the SLWLA approved list), arrangements for inspections and all 

contractual/financial arrangements relative to such are solely the responsibility of the owner. 
 

 5.4 Exterior features 
 

5.4.1 Reflective name/address and emergency locator signs that are visible from the road 

are encouraged. However, other signs, including political signs or advertisements are 

prohibited on any lot or improvement.  Additionally, permanent eye-catching devices such 

as lighting devices and/or blinking devices are prohibited on any lot or improvement. Nor 

shall any sign or advertisement that is visible from the exterior be displayed from the interior 

of any home. (The ARC Standards for Design and Construction document, available at the 

Community Center, addresses signs allowed during the construction process.) 
 

 
 

5.4.2 No decorative objects such as sculptures, birdbaths, fountains, nameplates, artifi cial 

flowers and the like (i.e. yard art) shall  be placed or installed in a yard without prior written 

approval of ARC. Such approval may be denied in the reasonable discretion of ARC based 

on community standards. Residents may appeal the decision of ARC to the Board. 
 

5.5  Permits required for exterior features and activities: 
 
A permit or written approval is required prior to certain activities that may occur on private 

property within Seven Lakes West.  It is the lot owner's responsibility to ensure that appropriate 

permits or authorizations, as required by the Covenants, Rules and Regulations, Architectural 

Control Standards, and/or other sources, are obtained.  Failure to obtain the appropriate permit or 

approval is at the lot owner's risk and may result in action requiring removal or redesign of non- 

conforming uses at the expense of the lot owner. Such failure may also subject the lot owner to 

fines up to $100 per day until the required remedy occurs.  Seven Lakes West applications and 

permits may be obtained at the administrative offices on the lower level of the Community 

Center. 
 

The location, materials, colors and other features of outdoor living areas, including, but not 

limited to, porches, awnings, pergolas, decks, patios, and terraces, will be reviewed by ARC. 

Screened enclosure materials and colors must be submitted for approval. No screened enclosure, 

patio or deck shall  be located outside the approved building envelope.

5.5.1 Building Permit:  Plans and specifications must be submitted for approval to the 

Architectural Review Committee for any structure or improvement to be erected on or moved 

upon or to any lot. This includes renovation or remodeling of existing structures. Plans must 

include, but are not limited to, the construction material to be used, the roof and exterior 

color schemes, as well  as remodeling, reconstruction, alteration, or additions.  A permit shall 

be obtained before any such work is commenced.  Owners adding bedrooms to their homes 

must submit plans to the Moore County Health Department to determine whether this change 

necessitates expansion of their septic system. Written verification of septic system approval 

must be on file with SLWLA before such a building/remodeling permit will  be considered. 

(For guidance, see Architectural Control Standards, available from the SLWLA office at the 

Community Center.)  No unattached structures including, but not limited to, sheds, garages, 

tents, gazebos, cabanas, kennels, playground equipment, permanently installed decorative 

objects, trellises, tree houses, or walls are permitted without prior written approval of ARC. 
 

5.5.2 Boat Docks, Bulkheads, and Lakeside:  No boat docks, floats, bulkheads or other 

structures shall be constructed or placed into or on any lake and/or pond within Seven Lakes 

West without prior written approval of the Architectural Control Committee.  Guidelines for 

dock location, size and configuration are available from the Association.  Docks may be no 

larger than a combined 360 square feet for all  docks on any lot or lots combined into a single 

lot. A dock may extend no more than 20' into the lake. No more than two docks are allowed 

per lot. 
 

   Bulkheads must be approved by the US Army Corps of Engineers, and Moore County. 

Such permits must be submitted to ARC prior to commencement of construction. 

Bulkheads shall  be included in the site plans in order to ensure that they are physically 

and aesthetically compatible with neighboring bulkheads. 

   Dock(s) must be ARC approved on an individual basis and may not exceed an aggregate 

of 360 horizontal square feet in dimensions nor extend more than 20 feet from the 

shoreline. Bulkheads may only be installed during the period from October 1st through 

March 1st. 

   The renovation or repair of a bulkhead or dock must also be approved by the ARC on an 

individual basis and must be accomplished in accordance with County and DENR Rules 

and Regulations and US Army Corps of Engineers. 

   Dredging of Association's lakes, streams, or ponds must be approved by the US Army 

Corps of Engineers.  Approvals then must receive the written recommendation of the 

ARC, and approval of the Board.  In addition, all required permits from the federal, state, 
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and local or other regulatory agencies must be obtained prior to dredging.  Dredging 

operations must conform to all required procedures of said agencies. 

   Construction of bulkheads and/or docks will only be approved by ARC after written 

notification of the project has been delivered to adjoining property owners. 

   Boatlifts and docks require written ARC approval prior to installation and may be no 

closer than 15 feet from the property line.  Exceptions require the prior express written 

consent of the ARC. 

   Bulkhead applications must show the surveyed location of the proposed bulkhead on the 

lot as well  as the actual high water line.  Bulkheads may also require a permit from the 

Army Corps of Engineers.  (See above) 

   Permanent floats, moored boats or other floating objects anchored or affixed to the 

bottom are not permitted.  No inflatable rafts may be used without prior written approval 

of the Association. 

   Beaches" that are included within a bulkhead must themselves be bulk headed to avoid 

erosion and/or filling in the lake. 

   To protect lake water quality, all  new homes constructed on the lake must have a 6FT 

buffer of landscaping between grassed areas, and the bulkhead.  No fertil izer is allowed 

within 6ft of the lake.  Furthermore, all  current residents are encouraged to voluntarily 

replace grass areas within 6ft of their bulkhead with alternative landscaping. 

   Nothing is to be placed or thrown into the lake, e.g., earth (except while backfilling 

bulkheads), pinecones, grass clippings, or construction materials. Balls or other 

sports/play equipment accidentally entering the lake must be retrieved if at all  possible. 
 

5.5.3 Accessory Structures: Accessory structures including but not limited to playhouses, 

playground equipment, basketball  goals, sheds, pump houses, dog houses and dog runs, 

permanently placed yard art (sculptures, birdbaths, fountains), and permanently placed flag 

poles  and bird houses are permitted only with specific written prior approval of the 

Architectural Review Committee. 
 

Permanently installed clotheslines are not permitted. 
 
All  garbage containers, AC compressors, etc. shall  not be visible from streets, fairways, lakes 

or ponds or adjoining properties where practical. If such appliances are visible, then 

appropriate height, depth, and width plantings shall  be installed to screen these objects from 

common view. 
 

Propane tanks: All new or replaced fuel tanks must be buried. 
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Applicants shall  be responsible for all  utility services from the point of utili ty company 

connections underground to the Applicant's home. All utilities shall  be underground except 

temporary electrical service for homes under construction. Meters, transformers, and other 

utility service equipment shall be shielded by landscaping approved by ARC. 
 

Tennis courts are not permitted on any lot smaller than 2 acres. Basketball  goals may be 

approved so long as they are mounted on a pole and not attached to any roof or other building 

structure. Basketball  goals must be on the homeowner's property and not in any common 

areas. 
 

Rain barrels facing roads, lakes, ponds and the golf course shall  be aesthetically screened. 
 
5.5.4 Fences: No fences of any material shall be constructed without prior written 

approval of the ARC. Specific  guidelines for allowed fences, e.g., acceptable materials, 

colors, heights, landscaping and location, are listed in Architectural Control Standards, which 

should be consulted prior to making application. Required landscaping for approved fences 

must be completed within 60 days of the erection of the fence. 
 

All  fences must have prior written approval from ARC. Applications for construction and 

harmonious with its surroundings and adjacent properties and must blend in with the overall 

design of the residence. 
 

All  fence applications must be accompanied by: 
 

A. A landscaping plan showing location and type of plantings to aesthetically screen the 

fence. 
 

B. Evidence of notice to all  adjacent property owners of the Applicant's intent to install 

fencing. 
 

C. Chain link fences, stockade fences, and similar types of fencing are prohibited. Fences 

in excess of four (4) feet high are prohibited. Wrought iron and aluminum are the 

recommended materials. Other materials and designs will be considered. Fences shall be 

of dark green, brown, black, or naturally weathered color. Split rail  fences using plastic 

coated wire screening for pet containment will be considered on an individual basis. 

(Note: For lots that border Seven Lakes West community boundaries, boundary line 

fences may be allowed which provide more privacy and security than that which would 

be allowed elsewhere in the community.) 
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D. Attempts to establish property lines by the use of fencing are not allowed. Fences are 

not allowed in front of the rear building walls. Every effort must be made to retain the 

open space character of the community. 
 

5.5.5 Television Antennas/Satellite Dishes:  No antennas or satellite dishes may be 

installed without prior written approval of the ARC.  Satellite dishes, 18" or less, 

appropriately screened from roads, lake views and fairways, must be approved in writing by 

ARC as to location and screening in advance of erection. Satellite dishes over 18ò are 

prohibited. Guidelines for location and landscaping of dishes are available from the 

Association offices at the Community Center. They should be consulted prior to making 

application. 
 

5.5.6 Road Cuts:   If construction requires the Contractor to cut into, under, or across any 

Association road or right-of-way for any reason, the Contractor is completely responsible for 

repair satisfactory to ARC. Tunneling as opposed to road cuts is required when providing 

access for waste drain fields, cable access, water access, or utilities access. If tunneling is not 

feasible a permit shall  be required for all  road cuts. Lifts of no more than 8 inches, fully 

tamped and smoothed shall  be utilized to fill all cuts. If the cut settles within 12 months the 

Applicant shall be required to repair the roadway satisfactorily at his or her expense. 

Driveway cuts at the entrance from the roadway and any cuts to or shaving of the curbs or 

Association Right of Way shall not occur without the prior express written consent of ARC. 
 

5.5.7 Lot clearing:  Prior to clearing a lot, the lot owner must submit a plan showing the 

extent of the clearing, including showing the removal of any living longleaf pines, white 

pines, magnolias or dogwoods beyond 10 feet from the proposed building footprint, 

driveways and septic fields.  Written approval will include a requirement for silt fences 

where appropriate to protect the lake, the roads, and neighboring property. All cl eared 

material will be removed from the lot within 30 days after the completion of the clearing. 
 

There are four types of lot clearing that are addressed in this section. In all  four types, as in 

all  matters, DENR rules and regulations for soil erosion and sedimentation control must be 

followed. 
 

A. Lot Cleaning-Minor: This applies to the manual clearing out of underbrush and small 

black jack oaks and other undesirable scrub trees as well as the removal of fallen trees, 

branches and the like. There is no requirement for permits or ARC approval in this case. 

But all cleared underbrush, trees; etc must be promptly removed from the lot. 
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B.  Tree Removal after a House is Occupied: This applies to the removal of established trees 

(see below at section 5.01.5 for size definit ion and approval requirements) once a house 

has been constructed on a lot and the premises are occupied. If heavy equipment is used 

to remove any tree(s) from such lot a permit ($25.00 fee) must be obtained. If the tree 

meets the definit ion noted in 5.01.5 below, an approval from ARC must also be obtained 

before such removal. The fee may be waived in instances where removal is required 

because of natural causes. 

C.  Lot Clearing-Major: This section applies to the clearing of lots by heavy equipment such 

as bulldozers, or major removal by other means. A $500.00 deposit is required for this 

type of work and a plan showing the nature and location of the work. This deposit can be 

waived with prior approval of the ARC.  Disturbed ground shall  be graded and restored 

with ground cover. Winter Rye Grass may be used as a temporary measure so long as it is 

subsequently reseeded with permanent grass. 

D. Lot Clearing in relationship to building a house: This is to be included with the building 

plans and the fee is included with those permit fees. Construction must begin within 60 

days of commencement of lot clearing. 
 

5.5.8 Joining of lots:  Two or more contiguous lots may be joined to form a single 

building lot within Seven Lakes West.  Permits must be obtained from Moore County 

Planning and Zoning, The Developer and from Seven Lakes West Landowners Association. 

Once joined, lots may not be separated in the future. 
 

5.5.9 Burning:  Burning trash, paper and/or other manufactured material is prohibited. 

Burning leaves, tree slash or other natural materials requires a permit from the Fire 

Department as well  as prior written permission of the Board. Contractors may utilize a 55- 

gallon drum to burn untreated building lumber for worker warmth on cold mornings but not 

for disposal of such material. Residents may not use burn barrels. 
 

5.6  Motor vehicles, boats, trailers on private property 
 

5.6.1 No camper or recreational vehicle may be parked on or in front of any lot for more 

than 96 total hours (per vehicle) in a period of 30 consecutive days. This includes, but is not 

limited to, motor homes, boats, trailers, all  terrain vehicles, go-carts, dirt bikes, unlicensed 

cars or inoperable vehicles. In the event that maintenance or repair requires longer than four 

days, an extension must be approved by the Community Manager. Vehicles, pick-up trucks, 

vans or motorcycles must be parked in the owner's driveway or approved paved parking area. 

In no case may they be parked on lawns, in woods or other open areas. Temporary visitors 
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who arrive in a recreational vehicle may park the vehicle in the host owner's driveway for a 

period of time not to exceed 96 consecutive hours in a period of 30 consecutive days. 
 

5.6.2 Persons may not live in or stay overnight in any type of vehicle parked or a boat 

docked anywhere in Seven Lakes West. 
 

5.6.3 Only vehicles with current licenses, state inspections and SLWLA stickers or 

hangtags shall be parked in owners' driveways.  Vehicles while on private property shall only 

be parked in driveways and garages and not elsewhere. 
 

5.6.4 No commercial vehicle may be parked outside on the owner's lot, on the road, or on 

the road right-of-way in front of such lot, except for loading and unloading or other 

temporary needs. Such vehicles may be parked in the owner's garage. The commercial 

classification includes, but is not limited to, construction vehicles or machinery, trailers, 

vans, and trucks larger than three-quarter ton capacity. 
 

5.7  Guests and renters 
 

5.7.1 Owners who rent, lease, or allow others to use their property or the various 

facilities and amenities to which the owner is entitled shall  be responsible for compliance 

with all SLWLA rules by such guests, renters, and other visitors. These rules include 

Covenants, By-Laws, Rules and Regulations, and Boating/Fishing Regulations. The owner is 

responsible for providing guests and renters with a copy of those documents and for 

informing them that they are subject to and are obligated to observe the provisions of those 

documents. The owner is responsible for violations or damages caused by guests, renters, or 

visitors. Such violations would follow the normal process of referral to the Community 

Manager, and eventual processing by the Judicial Panel if agreement cannot be reached. 
 

5.7.2 If the owner of a rental property delegates his rights to use of the Common 

Facilities to the tenant of his lot, the owner must inform the Community Manager of such 

intent in writing. The owner assigning these rights to a renter forfeits that lot's rights for 

him/herself during the term of the lease. A single lot carries only one nuclear family's 

privilege (i.e. parents/children residing therein and guests under their direct supervision and 

control) to use amenities. Without such a written assignment filed with SLWLA, a renter has 

no rights or privileges to use common areas or amenities other than roadways. 
 

5.7.3 If guests or renters are authorized to use the various facilities and amenities of the 

Association, they must pay any required use fees, as established by the Board. 
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5.7.4 The owner shall  be responsible for any unpaid fees, dues, and/or penalties levied 

against the user of the property, whether said user is a parent, child, guest, renter, or other 

visitor. 
 

5.7.5 Notwithstanding anything hereinabove to the contrary a lot, regardless of how it is 

owned (e.g. individual, couple, household, partnership, unincorporated association, trust or 

corporation) may only permit one nuclear family at a time (per diem) to utilize the amenities 

of SLWLA. For example, a corporation cannot sell shares in a lot and allow the shareholders 

to use the amenities at the same time. In this example only the immediate family of one 

shareholder may use the amenities during any given day. 
 

5.7.6 Unimproved lot owners may not transfer (other than by sale) their easement of 

enjoyment (amenities) or their rights of access to the community of SLW by lease or 

otherwise. 
 

5.8  Household pets 
 

5.8.1 Only animals that are considered usual domesticated household pets shall be kept 

or maintained on any lot. Pets shall  be kept reasonably confined so as not to become a 

nuisance. 
 

5.8.2 No animals shall  be kept, bred, or maintained for commercial purposes. 
 

5.8.3 Pets must be properly identified by a device showing the name and address of the 

owner 
 

5.8.4 Vaccinations 
 

   All  dogs and cats must have a current tag signifying the animal has been vaccinated for 

rabies in accordance with the law of the State of North Carolina. The Moore County 

Department of Health states, ñThe animal owners must retain proof of vaccination for 

both cats and dogs. Unvaccinated animals which are exposed to rabies must be killed 

immediately or confined for six months by a veterinarian at the owner's expense. A 

vaccination is good for one year and is not effective until 30 days after the vaccination." 

   If any animal, domesticated or wild, bites a person or another animal, the Moore County 

Animal Control Center must be called, ph. 947-2858, or call  911. 
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5.8.5 Dogs and cats, except for guide dogs, are not permitted at Johnson Point or West 

Side Park and Community Center. Leashed dogs are allowed access to the boat launch area 

of Johnson Point only for purposes of boarding, swimming, or getting a drink. 
 

5.8.6 Dog leash rule 
 

   When a dog is not on the owner's property, all  dogs must be under the full control of a 

responsible person either by a leash or other secure control device that does not exceed 

six feet in length. 

   Stray domestic animals should be reported to Moore County Animal Control. 
 

5.8.7 The owner of a dog will  be responsible for actions of the dog (should it run onto 

common property) and shall  be responsible for repairing any damage caused by the dog, 

including cleaning up droppings deposited. 
 

5.8.8 The owner of a dog in heat must keep the dog confined to the owner's property. 
 

5.8.9 Any animal that repeatedly chases, snaps at, attacks, or barks at pedestrians, 

bicyclists or vehicles, or excessively or continually barks will be considered a public 

nuisance. No vicious dog may be maintained in Seven Lakes West, whether or not said dog is 

leashed or otherwise confined. 
 

5.9 Garage sales and estate sales: Garage sales or tag sales are not allowed in Seven Lakes West. 

Estate sales or moving sales require prior written approval of the Board or Community Manager 

and may not take place over more than three (3) consecutive days in a one (1) year period. 

Guidelines for these types of sales are available at the SLWLA offi ces on the lower level of the 

Community Center. 
 

5.10 Private Swimming Pools 
 

ARC will  review swimming pool applications on an individual basis and will consider lot size, 

professional design, layout, location, and landscape screening. Approval of a swimming pool 

request conveys no liability to the Association or the Developer and cannot be construed to 

imply that such approval expresses any opinion with respect to safety. The applicant recognizes 

that a private swimming pool carries significant liability and that the Applicant exclusively bears 

all  risks incurred. 
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All  Swimming pools in SLW must be fenced. Such fencing must be in accordance with Moore 

County and NC requirements, and must also be utilized even in instances where state or county 

requirements do not require a fence. 
 

All  North Carolina and Moore County rules and regulations must be followed and a final Moore 

County inspection must be performed prior to the pool being filled and used. Under no 

circumstances may the pool be filled with water prior to the installation of appropriate safety 

fencing. (Note: Any Compliance Fee Deposit shall be forfeited if any water is introduced into the 

pool prior to the completion of appropriate, approved safety/security fencing.) 
 

5.11  Notwithstanding anything hereinabove to the contrary the ARC Standards for Design and 

Construction shall  remain in full force and effect and as amended from time-to-time and such 

standards shall  be used to interpret Chapter 5 of the Rules and Regulations when ambiguity 

might occur. 
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CHAPTER SIX  
 

 USE OF COMM ON PROPERTY  
 
 

 

The requirements of this chapter are applicable to the use of West Side Park, including the pool, 

playground, tennis courts, walking trails, picnic areas, and all  other areas of that property; 

Johnson Point; the Community Center building; all  boat storage areas; Pine Island; Lake Auman; 

all  ponds within Seven Lakes West; and any common area that may be developed.  Roads and 

streets are also common property; however, regulations covering their use are enumerated in 

Chapter Three of these Rules and Regulations. 
 

6.1  Damage and Liability: 
 

6.1.1 All activities, including but not limited to walking, climbing, running, playing 

games, baseball, tennis, basketball, fishing, boating, sailing, skiing, tubing, swimming and 

diving on common property (including but not limited to marinas, parks, towers, lakes and 

ponds) are solely at user's own risk.  SLWLA and its representatives are not liable for any 

death(s) injuries, losses, or damages as a result of such activities. 
 

6.1.2 Any person damaging any improvement on, or associated with, any common area 

through negligence or malice shall be responsible for all  costs of repair or replacement. 

Such costs include, but are not limited to, materials, labor, administrative costs, and cost of 

collection as provided in the Covenants.  Damage caused by guests shall be the 

responsibility of the host member.  Outside vendors, contractors, suppliers, visitors, or 

others causing damage shall  be denied entrance to Seven Lakes West until  such costs have 

been paid in full, or until payment arrangements have been approved by the Board. 
 

6.2  Compliance: All  people who use common property will  comply with applicable Association 

policies and procedures, rules and regulations. Failure to do so may result in suspension of 

privileges to use common property. Members should ensure that their family members, guests, 

and associates within clubs and organizations know and follow these requirements.  Failure to 

comply with any of the following policies and procedures or with directives of representatives or 

officials of Association may result in action by the Community Manager, Community Advocate, 

Judicial Panel or the SLWLA Board. 
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6.2.1 Use: If the area has not been reserved, common areas may be used by members and 

their guests on a first-come, first-served basis during posted hours (See member-fee 

schedule for reservation policies.) 
 

6.2.2 Children under the age of 14 must be accompanied and supervised by someone 16 

or older while at Johnson Point. Children under the age of 14 must be accompanied and 

supervised by someone 16 or older while at the Community Center building, and West Side 

Park.   Refer to 6.3.7 for pool rules. 
 

6.2.3 Identification: Persons using common property may be required to show 

identification (e.g., driver's license, student ID card, SLWLA pool pass).  Guests of non- 

resident members must be accompanied by the non-resident member when the guest is 

utilizing any common area. 
 

6.2.4 Parking: Parking of vehicles will be permitted only in designated areas so as not to 

interfere with park or area activities and the movement of other vehicles.  All boats, RV's, 

trailers and other vehicles parked or stored in SLWLA lots must show current SLWLA 

registration stickers. 
 

6.2.5 Obstruction and storage: There shall be no obstruction of the common areas, nor 

shall anything be stored on the common areas, including road right of way, without consent 

of the Community Manager or Board designee. 
 

6.2.6 Removal of plantings: Flowers, trees, and shrubbery on the common areas are not 

to be cut or removed without approval of the Community Manager or Board designee. 
 

6.2.7 Open Fires: No open fires are permitted, except in facilities specifi cally provided 

for outdoor cooking, and then only using charcoal fuel.  All  such fires must be attended and 

completely extinguished before the user leaves the area. 
 

6.2.8 Large Groups: Use of any common property by large groups (12 or more) must be 

approved in advance by the Community Manager or Board designee and should not conflict 

with the privileges of other members or groups of members.  The Community Manager or 

Board designee will  make the final decision when conflicts occur.  For certain events 

planned on common property the Board or its designee may impose requirements to be 

funded by the SLWLA member/user.  For example, activities involving children may 

require certain adult/child supervision ratios; large events where alcohol is to be served may 

require security personnel.
