Safety on Lake Auman at Night

Several people have asked about lights on their boats at night. Boat lights help you ar
boaters determine which is the gwey boat when encountering each other ghniAll
boats must be equipped with the proper navigational lights on Lake Auman when awi
from the dock between sunset and sunrise.

The required lights are red and green sidelights visible from a distance of at least or
mile on a dark clear night. In addition, you're required to have an allround white
light that is at least 3.3 ft. higher than the sidelights. The red and green lights are als
called combination lights because they are visible to another boat approaching fror
the side or head on. Theed light indicates a boat's port (left) side and the green light
indicates a boat's starboard (right) side. When you see a red and white light, you mu:
give way to the other boat. when you see a green and white light, you have the ric
away, but procesd with caution in case the other boat is clueless on to how to procee
When you see only a white light, you are overtaking another boat. You may go aroun
it on either side, but once again, proceed with caution.

Speeding on Lake Auman dam is no joke

Recently, members of the Westsmemmunity participated in a survey of the current

speeding conditions on our roads. Radar stations were set up on each of five selected

places within the community for twelve continuous hours each. A total of 2,800 vehicles were
counted and their speed oeded. Of that total, 140 were clocked at speeds in excess of 15 mph
over the posted speed limit. The survey was conducted to define the problem, not solve it.

About five years ago, our Lake Auman Dam engineer strongly advised us to limit speeds on the

dam to 25 mph since vibrations caused by vehicles traveling the roadway at higher speeds were
detrimental to the internal integrity of the dam. As CaChair of the Lake Auman Management

Committee, | asked to have the dam roadway included in the surveyspfeiée on our Lake Auman

Dam roadway. 't i sndédt easy to maintain 25 mph ¢
excessive speed equals future problems and significant costs.

You should find it to be quite disturbing to hear that only fdotyr, out of 529 vehicles counted
that day, actually traveled across the dam at, or below, the posted speed limit while 230
exceeded 35 mph and thirty vehicles were traveling at 45 mph or better. Then there were
the four jerks at 50 mph, one at 51 mph, dedhead idiot was clocked at 55 mph.

It was disturbing to note that vehicles headed toward the dam actually tended to increase their
speed, once they were on the dam, by abo@520. This was almost universal. When

three or four readings of a vehicle tipassed the end of the dam doing 30 mph were taken,

it was noted that by the time the vehicle was out of range on the dam it was traveliriat 35
mph.

Now, it would be easy to laugh these numbers off but, if given the choice between the integeity of th
dam and the personal convenience of those using, or abusing, the roadway across it, | believe most
members of the community would vote for the dam.
Lake Auman is our crown jewel, after all. This assumption gives us three options:

1. If you travel across the damyou can voluntarily observe

the 25 mph speed limit, orinvoluntarily if we can convince

the sheriff to vigorously enforce the limit.

2.You can vote for about a $illion assessment, about
$600 per lot, to reroute theroadway below the dam.

3.You can take the long wayaround after we are forced to
recommend that the roadwaybe closed to all vehicular traffic.

You might think about these options each time you drive across the dam. . . Drop your
speed to 25 mph, set your cruise control and etfjeywiew.
