Communications Team

The Landowners Association Communications Team has developed a plan to provide our community
members with information on the scope of duties, responsibilities, and activities of our Board members. We
plan to meet with each Board member to get input and then report the information gained from these
interviews. The first interview was done by Communication Team members Jim Ballew and Karen
Milligan. Kathy Kirst was chosen to be the first interviewee because of her positive feedback concerning

Kathy Kirst T An Intervi ew by Jim Ballew and Karen Milligan

Board member Kathy Kirst is the present Association Treasurer. For her primary responsibility of
maintaining appropriate financial records of the Association, Kathy works with Holly Foster, who is the
Financial Assistant for the Association, and is responsible for performing the actual accounting work on a
day to day basis.

Kathy is also the Board representative involved with the following:
- Long Range Planning Committee-of which she was a member before being elected to the Board
- Insurance Committee- Liaison to the Board
- Library Committee- which she gladly volunteered to champion
- Finance and Audit Committee- which she reimplemented upon her arrival in office, to define how
we categorize funds, audit accounts periodically, and create and oversee the operating budget.

Since taking office, Kathy has simplified our monthly budget reporting so that the community can better
understand our operating finances. She explained to us that a large part of our revenue, in the form of
homeowner dues, comes in a number of varieties. For example, the typical homeowner in our community
will pay $675 in 2007 dues. The undeveloped lot owner pays $425, and developer owned lots pay $0. As
homes are built, our revenue only increases by $250 per lot per year, unless the house was built on a lot
owned by a developer.



Our reserves, which are noted in the Fund Status Report a s CabBd' Money Market accounts, are the
monies left over at the end of the year after the operating expenses of our community have been paid..
(Annual operating expenses currently total inthe $9 00K bal | par k) . T h efour—r e
basic categories as follows: Dam Maintenance; Roads and Infrastructure-(there are about 33 miles of roads

to maintain and repair); Contingency—for projects that run over budget or unforeseen expenditures; and
Future Projects Reserves, which are future capital projects that will add value to our community assets.

For funding any major project (e.g., Loop the Lake, back gate guardhouse, Lakeway drainage and
beautification), the Board must approve the project and allocate the finances during the annual budgeting
process.

Kathy also answered our question in regard to possibly using the reserves to pay off our loan for the
Community Center. The issue is complicated because a bank must be willing to extend SLWLA a line of
credit to fund projects currently funded out of reserves. Will the interest saved on the loan outweigh the
benefits of money in the bank? This is a subject that will take more time and information to determine the
best scenario for our community.

Kathy made it clear to us that the | egacy she

as Treasurer, she replied:
- How does she deal with and manage reserves in the budget, which are primarily for the dam, roads,
contingencies, and future projects?
- What is the project approval and budgeting process?
- In reviewing a financial statement for general overview understanding; what is important, what
should a person look for, and what does it mean?

Road Rights-of-Way (Easements)

The road rights-of-way in most of the Seven Lakes West community are approximately sixty (60)
feet wide, thirty (30) feet of which is the actual impervious street surface. The remaining thirty (30)
feet is divided about equally on each side of most the streets, leaving an unpaved portion of the
right-of-way. This unpaved portion extends about fifteen (15) feet from the impervious street
surface to the property line. Although many residents have elected to place shrubbery, flowers,
rocks and other forms of landscaping objects on the unpaved portion of rights-of-way, the
Association may at any time exercise its right of ownership of the rights-of-way to improve the
infrastructure or accommodate utility work. Language related to rights-of-way may be found in
Article IV of the Covenants and also Section 5.2.3 of the Rules and Regulations. Although the
rights-of-way are SLWLA property, regular care of the unpaved rights-of-way adjacent to a
r esi de nrties, by the prapgrte owners, improves the aesthetic appearance of the overall
community and enhances the _curb appeal’

Revised Standards for Design and Construction

As noted in the minutes of the Board Work Session conducted on September 11, the ARC is
authorized to implement the technical and procedural language of the revised version, 2.0.
Association members who wish to review the details of the Standards may do so by contacting
Denise Duncan at the WSPCC. The Standards are not retroactive and affect new construction only.

Houses under construction now number (49), with (4) requests for approval pending. Seventeen (17)
renovations or additions are in various stages of completion. Several Certificates of Occupancy are
pending which will reduce the number of houses actually under construction. Three (3) permits were
issued for new construction during the month of September:

Now, thanks to a generous
donation from an anonymous donor, and with the guidance and hard work of Betty Milligan, we
have added beautiful plantings to the landscape.

Several people have written and asked what will happen at Johnson Pt. when the water level is
lowered. I have asked Bruce Keyser, Ed Cockman, Terry Riddle and Ron Shepard to be on a
committee to address issues related to the launching ramp and boat docks. | will be meeting with this
group in early October.

Dam-

There has been much speculation as to the dam. Sometimes speculation can work against us. For
example, the Pilot recently ran an article containing misinformation regarding our current situation.
The most damaging had to do with the suggestion
failure) present. As a result, Steve Cook (NCDENR), who has regional responsibility for our dam,
made a surprise visit on September 18"™, expecting to see slumping. Slumping has not occurred. We
are not dealing with an emergency, but are proactively following the recommendations of our state-
licensed dam engineering consultants. In addition, the road over the dam was closed to prevent
further damage while the dam is still safe for water impoundment. This is a proactive measure, not
one mandated by the state as implied by the Pilot article. | spoke to Steve on September 25M and
explained the misinformation contained in the Pilot article. Steve was relieved, and, after seeing the
dam, he now plans to do his full inspection within the next few months.

There have been questions about the dam engineering firm that has been chosen to analyze the data
and to advise us on courses of action. We do need the best available consultant because of the height
and breadth of our dam and its definition as high hazard. Dr. Dan Marks of Marks (co. name) has
been repeatedly researched and selected by past and present SLWLA boards. He is consulted by
other dam engineering firms, teaches dam engineers, and has the respect of NC State regulatory
officials. We believe that he is the best available for our situation.

Lake- I will be putting together some additional committees related to the lake and lowered water
levels.
