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From The Presidentôs Corner 

 

Last month several residents pointed out issues associated with their 

neighborhoods that were also applicable to the community as a whole.  I 

thought about how the resources of the Association could address these 

issues and concluded that last month‘s article on responsibilities was 

incomplete.  As a reminder I had suggested that we needed to define 

responsibilities of the (1) Landowner, (2) the Association and (3) the 

County Government.  A fourth area that could be included is what I‘ll call 

―Community Standards‖. 

Community Standards, as applied to this article, relate to conduct or 

activities that are acceptable—or not acceptable—to community members 

as a whole.  Two examples of community standards that might be 

unacceptable are: 

 Dumping yard waste products on a neighbor‘s empty lot. 

 Dog owners not picking up the ―by products‖ of walking their 

dog. 

Both of these activities are in direct violation of the Association‘s Rules & 

Regulations.  However, the Association has one Compliance Officer that 

focuses on ―dry land‖ related rules violations.  The chances of that Officer 

seeing someone doing one of the above activities is rather remote.  Thus 

action on the part of the Association is rather remote—unless someone is 

willing to file a formal complaint.   

It occurs to me that if the overwhelming majority of this Community finds 

certain types of activities unacceptable, such as the examples above, then 

members will be less likely to violate these ―Community Standards‖.  By 

the way, I‘m not suggesting that we get into confrontations with our 

neighbors—it‘s not necessary.  If enough people discuss the issue, 

pleasantly, I think most people will avoid disappointing their neighbors.  

After all some of these activities were overlooked when there were only a 

small number of families in the community.  However, we‘re not small 

anymore and everyone needs to adjust to that new reality.

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Entry System Cutover 

 
On the 22

nd
 of August Seven Lakes West completed transition to the new Bar Code Entry 

System.  Two concerns of the Community have now been addressed: (1) The East Gate is closed 

again and (2) the Association has better control of who has access to the community.  All of 

those ―wayward‖ transponders are no longer operational. 

 

With the new entry system, every bar code was installed by a representative of the Association.  

Let me repeat: every bar code strip was placed on vehicles by an Association representative.  In 

addition, any installed bar code can be rendered inactive if necessary.  This gives us a better 

opportunity to maintain community access.    

 

This new capability just didn‘t happen.  Implementation required an extraordinary effort by a 

large group of people.  For example, we needed an electronic database of all registered vehicles 

in order to isolate qualified owners.  Then we needed absolute certainty that the bar code strip 

was installed on only qualified vehicles.  Here‘s where we needed volunteers—and a lot of 

them—to help with the installation and documentation process. 

 

So now we get to the point of this article.  If you think gaining better control of who enters this 

community is worthwhile.  You should thank your lucky stars that there are more than 33 

members of the Association willing to stand in triple digit heat indices to verify, install and 

document bar code strips.   I certainly appreciate them…I hope you do as well!  And here they 

are:

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DAM REPORT  
 

In the past, we have shared that our dam is rated by the state of N.C. as a high hazard 

dam. It is our responsibility to maintain Lake Auman Dam according to best practices.  

 

Our dam engineer, Dr. Dan Marks, is in the process of collecting field measurements 

needed for the Comprehensive Dam Evaluation Report that goes to the State. 

 

As mentioned at previous meetings, there will be some work on the wet spot below the dam.  
 

In order to respond proactively to new information from the field measurements, we are 

initiating plans for a more comprehensive maintenance project.  

 

In July 1996 there were eighteen piezometers installed in the embankment of Lake Auman 

Dam for the purpose of monitoring the progression of the seepage line through the dam 

embankment. These piezometers were monitored on a regular basis during the initial 

filling of Lake Auman. Our Approval to Impound permit was issued by DENR on 

November 25, 1997 following substantial completion of the dam in about 1985. 

 

Thanks to Paul Kirst, the piezometers in the embankment of Lake Auman Dam have been 

monitored on a regular basis since March of 2004.  

 
Analyses and evaluation of piezometer data throughout 2004 through 2006 led Marks 

Enterprises to a preliminary conclusion that Lake Auman Dam was performing more 

nearly as a homogeneous earth dam embankment (that  is, a dam without a core) than that 

of a zoned earth embankment dam (dam with an impervious core). The permeability of the 

core has deteriorated due to the nature of the clay used in construction. Factors of safety of 

the downstream embankment slope are anticipated to continue to decrease to a critical 

level within the next five to ten years unless a dam remediation project is undertaken. 

 

In the near future, we need to develop a dam remediation plan to address elevated seepage 

line conditions in the embankment of Lake Auman Dam. A dam remediation plan is 

needed to control embankment seepage and to increase embankment stability. 

  

This is not an emergency; our dam is safe. However, the core is deteriorating and needs to 

be fixed before it becomes a bigger problem. Being proactive now will ensure that our dam 

will last for many years to come. It would cost over 8 million dollars to build a dam like 

ours today and we need to protect this investment. A dam embankment seepage plan must 

be developed and implemented.  This process will include development of the plan, 

presentation to the state for approval, and implementation. Our dam engineer is in the 

process of developing the plan, and we hope to have it approved by July of 2008. 

Furthermore, it is the engineersô opinion that the road across the dam should be closed to 

traffic indefinitely . 
 
The remedial work will require the lake level to be lowered 5 ft. in the fall of 2008, so work 

could begin on the dam. We would expect that work to be completed in about 3-6 months, 

after which the lake would be refilled to its original level. We will keep the community 

informed as the project progresses.

During this time 

all traffic exiting Seven Lakes West will have to use the NC 73 Gate, like we did last year.  

Traffic between the NC 211 Gate and Mail House will operate as normal, utilizing the entrance 

and exit roadways.  Since parking at the Mail House will be at half capacity between ( AM and 4 

PM on weekdays, we ask that you try and plan your trips accordingly! There is a TRAFFIC

Speculative construction or the building of ‗spec‘ houses is a common practice in the construction 

industry.  Custom builders will on occasion add a ‗spec‘ house or two as a means to improve their 

profitability.  However, the margin of profit, percentage-wise, is not as large as that associated with a 

custom-built home.  Spec houses are found in all price ranges and can be found in the multimillion 

dollar bracket.  Since June of 2006, twenty-nine permits (29) have been issued in Seven Lakes West 

for the construction of spec houses. Fifteen (15) are still under construction and fourteen (14) have 

received Certificates of Occupancy.  Six (6) or more are known to be occupied.  Unoccupied specs 

continue to be a concern of the community as regular maintenance of the sites is necessary.  

Members living in the vicinity of an unoccupied house should contact the SLWLA manager if the 

site is not maintained in a tidy fashion.             

 

Houses under construction now number forty-nine (49), with six (6) requests for approval pending. 

Seven (7) renovations or additions are in progress.  Certificates of Occupancy have been issued for 

eighteen houses, and as landscaping is completed, about 30 houses will actually be under 

construction.   Two (2) permits were issued for new construction during the month of August:

Today I witnessed a car ―running‖ the East Gate.  I was at the East Gate loading bar code 

information and saw the car waiting for the right moment to follow someone through the gate 

before it closed.  I stopped the car, containing an adult male and more than one teenager, and 

―strongly‖ stated that he was illegally entering the area.  He argued that he was simply delivering 

a girl to her home and would not leave until the girl‘s mother came to pick her up.   

When the mother showed up, she began berating me for stopping the vehicle because SLLA and 

SLWLA bar codes should be interchangeable.  Her response to my explanation of our attempt to 

improve security was unqualified distain for the structure of the gate.  This entire sequence went 

on in front of the teenagers.   

 

When this vehicle ―ran‖ the gate I was very upset.  A lot of people and hundreds of hours of 

labor have been expended to collect and organize data to support an improved security posture.  

Yet these individuals found it perfectly acceptable to run the East Gate because entry through the 

front gate would be inconvenient.  A couple of things come to mind from this experience: 

 

 Should we expect teenagers to follow community rules if parents don‘t? 

 Does ―convenience‖ trump all other community considerations?  

 

My final observation is that ―Gate Running‖ will continue to occur as long as ―Community 

Standards‖ find the practice acceptable.  Our single Compliance Officer can‘t possibly stop the 

practice during the Officer‘s 40-hour work week!
